CHAPTER MOOLXXXI.

AN ACT FOR ESTABLISHING A COURT OF ADMIRALTY SESSIONS
FOR THE TRIAL OF CRIMES AND OFFENCES OTHER THAN PIRACIES
AND FELONIES COMMITTED ON THE HIGH SEAS OR WITHIN AD-
MIRALTY JURISDICTION.

(SectionI. P. L.) Whereasby the ninth article of the con-
federationof the United States,the United States;in congress
assembledhavethe soleandexclusiveright and power of ap-
pointing courtsfor the trial of piraciesandfeloniescommitted
on the high seas:

Andwhereascrimesandoffencesinferior in degreeto piracies
andfeloniesmay be committedwithin admiralty jurisdiction
and it is proper andnecessarythat a court should be erected
and establishedfor the trial of such inferior crimesand of-
fencesfor the furtheranceof justice and the punishmentof
evil doers.

(SectionII. P. L.) [SectionI.] Be it therefore enactedand
it is herebyenactedby the Representativesof the Freemenof
the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet
andby the authority of thesame,That all crimesandoffenceS~
underthedegreeof felony which shallbe doneor committedon
the high seasor without admiralty jurisdiction from andafter
the passingof this actshallbe inquiredof, tried, adjudgedand
punishedandnot otherwiseby a court consistingof the judge
of the admiralty of the statefor the time beingwho shall be
presidentthereof andof any two justicesof the city court for
the city of Philadelphiaor of the court of quartersessionsfor
the county of Philadelphiawhom the judge of the admiralty
shall take t& his assistancefor the purposeaforesaid,andthe
saidcourtof oyerandterminershallbestyledandentitled“The
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Court of Admiralty Sessionsfor the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania.”

(SectionIII. P. L.) [Section II.] And be it further enacted
by the authorityaforesaid,That all crimesandoffencesunder
the degreeof felonywhich shallbe committedwithin admiralty
jurisdiction after the passingof this act shall be inquired of,
tried andadjudgedandnot otherwisebeforethe judgesof the
court of admiralty sessionsconstitutedandestablishedby this
act accordingto the courseof the common law and shall be
punishedin like manneras if the crime or offencehad been
committedon landandwithin thebodyof acountyof thisstate,
andthe said court of admiralty sessionsso constitutedshall
andmaysit from timeto time asoftenandaslongasthejudges
thereof shall think necessaryandthe judgesof admiralty and
anytwo justicesof the city court aforesaidor of the court of
quartersessionsaforesaidwhom the said judge of admiralty
shall take to his assistanceare herebyconstituted judgesof
the said courtof admiralty sessionsfor the purposeaforesaid.

(Section IV. P. L.) [Section III.] Providedalways andbe
it further enactedby the authority aforesaid,That in caseof
the absenceof the saidjudgeof admiralty out of thestateor of
his inability to attendthe saidcourtherebyerected,thepresi-
dent or vice-presidentin council are empoweredto appoint
someotherpersonlearnedin the lawto be a judge andpresi-
dentof the saidcourt, pro haevice in the room and place of
the said judge of admiralty,and until the said judge of ad-
miralty shallanddo attendthe saidcourt,which personsoto
be appointedin his room andplace is herebyvestedwith all
the powersbelongingto the said judgeof admiralty asjudge
andpresidentof the saidcourt of admiralty sessionsaforesaid
during suchhis absenceor inability to attend.

(SectionV. P. L.) [Section IV.] And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the feesof the judge of ad-
miralty as presidentof the court of admiralty sessionshereby
erectedandof the assistantjusticesand of the clerk thereof
shallbe the sameasin like caseswould be legally dueandac-
cruingto the justicesandclerkof the court of quartersessions
of the county of Philadelphia. Provided always and it is
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herebydeclared,That the registerfor the time being of the
court of admiralty shall be the clerk of the said court of ad-
miralty sessionsandshall collect andwhenreceivedshallpay
thefeesbelongingto thepresidentof thesaidcourtof admiralty
sessionsandof the assistantjusticesto eachof them respect-
ively andhis proportionof the saidfeesthus madereceivable
by the saidcourt shallbe in the place andsteadof any other
salaryaspresidentof thesaidcourt.

(SectionVI. P. L.) [SectionV.] And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That all matters and thingscon-
tainedin the act,entitled “An. act for regulatingandestablish-
ing admiralty jurisdiction,”1passedon theeighthdayof March
in theyearof our Lord onethousandsevenhundredandeighty,
andalsoall mattersandthings containedin a supplementto
theactlast mentionedpassedon theseconddayof September2

in the sameyear in any wise contradictoryto or inconsistent
with the intent andmeaningof this presentact shall be and
the sameareherebyrepealed,annulledandmadevoid.

CHAPTERMCOLXXXII.

A SUPPLEMENTTO PEEACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT FOR THE FURTHER
RELIEF OF THE PUBLIC CREDITORS WHO ARE CITIZENS OF THIS
STATE BY RECEIVING ON LOAN CERTAIN DEBTS OF THE UNITED
STATES OP AMERICA AND FOR FUNDING THE SAME~AND FOR
PAYING THE ANNUAL INTEREST OF SUCH LOANS AND THE IN-
TEREST OF CERTAIN DEBTS OF THIS STATE EVERY SIX MONTHS.”1

houseby anumberof citizensof this statewholent their money
to the United Statesat different periods of the late war aiid
paid into the continental loan offices in the statesof New
