court of admiralty shall be the clerk of the said court of ad-
miralty sessionsandshall collect andwhenreceivedshallpay
thefeesbelongingto thepresidentof thesaidcourtof admiralty
sessionsandof theassistantjusticesto eachof them respect-
ively and his proportionof thesaidfees thus madereceivable
by the saidcourt shallbe in theplace andsteadof any other
salaryaspresidentof thesaidcourt.

P.L.) Whereasapplicationhasbeenmadeto this
houseby a numberof citizensofthis statewholent theirmoney
to the United Statesat different periodsof the late war aiid
paid into the continental loan offices in the statesof New
