CHAPTERMCCCI.

AN ACT TO DIVIDE THE COUNTY OF FRANKLIN INTO ELECTION DIS-
TRICTS AND TO ALTER THE PLACE FOR HOLDING THE GENERAL
ELECTION IN THE SIXTH DISTRICT IN THE COUNTY OF BEDFORD
AND FOR MAKING THE TOWNSHIPS OF GREENWOODAND RYE IN
THE COUNTY OF CUMBERLAND A SIXTH DISTRICT FOR THE PUR-
POSE OF HOLDING GENERAL ELECTIONS.

(SectionI. P. L.) Whereasin andby anactof GeneralAssem-
bly of this commonwealththat waspublishedon thethirteenth
day of Septemberwhich wasin theyearof ourLord onethou-
sandsevenhundredandeighty-five,entitled“An actto regulate
the general electionsof this commonwealthand to prevent
fraudstherein,”1it is providedthat for thepurposeof general
electionsthe county of Franklin should be divided into dis-
tricts and that the township of Fanue’tshouldbeone of the
samedistrictsandtheremainderof thesaid countys~houldbe
the otherof the samedistricts:

And whereasthemajornumberof thefreemenof thetown-

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ships of Antrirn, Washington,Petersand Montgomery in the
saidcounty of Franklin haveby their petitionsto the general
assemblyrepresentedthat by reasonof the remotenessof their
dwellings from the presentplace to which they arecalled to
give their votes for Representativesin the generalassembly,
their councillor andtheir county officers, many good citizens
areimpededin theexerciseof thisimportantprivilege andhave
desiredrelief in thepremises:

And whereasthe freemen of the said townshipsof Antrim
and Washington have pra.yedthis housethat theybe set off
as a separatedistrict for the purposeaforesaid.

[SectionI.] (Section II. P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedby
the Representativesof the Freemenof the Commonwealthof

thereof assembleand hold their electionsat the court house
in the samecountyin Chambersburgandthat the township of
Fannettbethesecond.district of the samecountyand.that the
freemenof thesaidtownshipof Fannetassembleandholdtheir
electionatthehouseof thewidow Elliot in thesametownship;
andthat the townshipsof Antrim andWashingtonbethe third
district o.f the samecountyand tbat the freemen of the said
townshipsof Antrim andWashingtonassembleand.hold their
electionsat the brick housebelongingto GeorgeClark in the
town of Greencastleandthat the fourth district for the pur-

[Section II.] (SectionIII. P. L.) Be it thereforeenacted’by
the authorityaforesaid,That from henceforththe generalelec-
tionsof the freemenof the sixth dlsctrictof Bedfordcountybe
holdenat the housein Tyrone township at presentoccupied
by DavidLo.wreyandnot elsewhereandthatthe freemenof the
samedistrict andthe personswho shall thenbe choseninspec-
torswithin the said district shall assembleand attendat the
saidhouseof David Lowrey accordingly.

(SectionIV. P. L.) And whereasanumberof the freemen
of thetownshipsof GreenwoodandRyein the county of Oui*

Rye.

[SectionIV.] (SectionVI. P. L.) And be it further enacted

CHAPTER MCCCII.

AN ACT FOR THE FUTURE ENDOWMENT OF THE PITTSBURG
ACADEMY.

(SectionI. P. L.) Whereasthe unappropriatedlandswithin
‘this statebelongingto the public afford anamplefund for the
endowmentof public schoolswithout anypresentadvanceor
public inconvenienceandat the least possibleexpenseto the
community:

And whereasan academyor public schoolis situatedin the
town of Pitts’burgandtrusteesof the saidacademyareby law
incorporatedandmadea body politic underthe nameof the
“Trusteesof the PittsburgAcademy.”

[Section.I.] (SectionII. P. L.) Be it enactedandit is hereby
enactedbytheRepresentativesof theFreeemenof the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet and by the
authorityof the same,Thatthequantity of five thousandacres
of landto belocated,set out andsurveyedwithin the unappro-
priatedlandsbelongingto this statebeandareherebygranted
to the trusteesof the PittsburgAcademy,to haveandto hold
the samet~them andtheir successorsforever.

(SectionIII. P. L.) And in order to facilitate the locating,
settingout andsurveyingthe said landsfor the said trustees
and securingthem to the useof the said academy.

[SectionII.] Be it enactedby the authority aforesaid,That
uponthe applicationof thesaidtrusteesor of anypersonduly
authorizedby them to the secretaryof the land. office of this
state,heshallgrant andissueand is herebyrequiredto grant
and.issuesuchand somanywarrantsto hedirectedto thesur-
