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poweredto draw on thetreasurerof this statein favor of the
commandingofficer of the said troopsfor the sum of five hun-
dred andtwenty dollars for the purposeof giving two dollars
advanceto eachnon-commissionedofficer andprivatethat shall
be enlisted,which sum shall be chargedto the United States
and repaidto this commonweilthout of the first month’s pay
to be drawnfor said troops,and also that thesaid president
and supremeexecutivecouncil draw in manneraforesaidfor
thefurthersumof two hundredandsixty dollars to b~edistrib-
utedby thesaidcommandingofficer for theexpensesof the re-
cruiting servicein suchmannerasto him may appearreason-
ableandjust.

CHAPTER MCCCXXVII.

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE WAGES OF MEMBERS OF THE STATE
CONVENTION, AND TO DEFRAY THE EXPENSESOF HOLDING THE
SAME.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasit [is] necessaryto determinethe
allowanceto be madeto themembersof the stateconvention
which is to beheld for thepurposeof consideringtheproposed
federal constitutionand also to providefor thesame,together
with the incidentalexpensesof the said convention.

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P. L.) Be it thereforeenacted,andit
is herebyenactedby theRepresentativesof theFreemenof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet, and
bytheauthorityof thesame,Thatthesameallowancesbemade
of wagesand mileageto attendingmembersof the statecon-
veutionasis nowmadeto themembersof thegeneralassembly,
andthat the sametogetherwith theincidentalexpensesof the
conventionbepaidby warranton thestatetreasureranddrawn
by the presidentor chairmanof the convention,andcounter-
signedby the comptroller-general.
