A SUPPLE~ENTTO AN ACT ENTITLED “AN ACT FOR RAISING BY WAY
OF LOTTERY THE SUM OF FOR~TY-TWOTHOUSAND DOLLARS FORIM-
PROVING THE PULIC ROADS LEADING FROM THE CITY OF PHILA-
DELPHIA TO THE WESTERN PARTS OF THIS STATE AND TOWARDS
THE IMPROVING THE NAVIGATION OF THE RIVER SCHrtJYLKILL.~~

(Section I, P. L.) Whereasthe net produceof the lottery
directedto bedrawnby anactof generalassemblyof this com-
monwealthpassedon the fifteenth day of March in the year
of our Lord one thousandsevenhundredandeighty-fourdoth
not amountto a sum sufficient to answervery extensivelythe
good purposesintendedthereby,so that it is conceivedby this
housethat the conductof the businessin the hands of com-
missionerswould createan unnecessaryexpenseandit is con-
sideredthat the moneyswill be more economicallyexpended
if the supremeexecutivecouncil shallbeinvestedwith apower
to direct the modeof applying the saidmoneysby contractor
otherwiseastheyshalldeemproper:

And whereasthemoneyssoto be raisedby thelottery before
mentionedwere directedby the said recitedact to be appro-
priated agreeablyto the laws then existing or which might
thereafterbe enactedfor that purposeandit is thoughtmost
conduciveto the end [proposed] that the applicationshould
bemadeto suchpartsof theroadsandriver ascanbe effect-
ually benefitedby the sum now raised,leavingthefurtherim-
provementthereofto futureexertions.

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P. L.) Be it thereforeenacted,and
it is herebyenactedby the Representativesof the Freemenof
the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet
andby the authority of the same,That the supremeexecutive
council of tl~isstatebe andthey areherebyvestedwith full
powersandauthoritiesto directthe applicationof theproduce
of thelottery aforesaidin mannerfollowing, that is to say,one
full and equalmoiety or half part thereof heretoforeappro-
priated to the repairing the westernroadsshallbe expended
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and laid out on the road leading from the middle bridge on
Schuylkill to Lancaster,beginningat the westernsideof the
said river and extendingso far as can with the sum hereby
alloted thereforbe effectually repaired andrenderedperman-
ently passable,but if the saidsum shallnot be sufficient in the
opinion of the said council accordingto the bestinformation
theycan obtainto extendto therepairsof acertainpart of the
said road called Jones’lane, which hasheretoforebeenin the
winter seasonfor the most part impassable,thenand in such
casethesaidcouncilshallandtheyareherebydirectedto cause
thatpart of the saidroadto be in the first instanceeffectually
repairedandamendedandif it shallbe thoughtproper,altered
soasto be renderedshorterandto run overbetterground,and
apply the residueof the said moiety so far asthe samewill
go in mannerhereinbeforedirected,And the said supremeex-
ecutivecouncil are herebyfarther authorizedandempowered
to direct theothermoiety or half part of the saidmoneysto be
appliedby contractor otherwiseto the improving the naviga-
tion of the river Schuylkill in suchway andmannerasto them
shall seemexpedient,havingregardto the principles onwhich
the applicationof theother moiety is directedto be madeso
that whatshall be laid outshalleffectuallyimprovethepartto
which it is applied, lest by extendingthe object too far the
design may be defeated. And the said supreme executive
council areherebyauthorizedandempoweredto draw orders
on thestatetreasurerto whomthe managersof the saidlottery
areherebydirectedto pay over thesumproducedby the same
for suchsumsnot exceedingthe amount of the sum so pro-
ducedasthesaid supremeexecutivecouncil shallfrom time to
time deemnecessary.
