CHAPTER MCCOXLIX.

AN ACT TO SUSPENDAN ACT ENTITLED “AN ACT FOR ASCERTAINING
AND CONFIRMING TO CERTAIN PERSONSCALLED’ CONNECTICUT
CLAIMANTS THE LANDS BY THEM CLAIMED WITHIN THE COUNTY
OF LTJZERNE AND FOR OTHER PURPOSESTHEREIN MENTIONED.

(SectionI. P. L.) Whereasby an act entitled “An act for
ascertainingandconfirmingto certainpersonscalledConnect1-
cut claimantsthe lan~is,by them claimedwithin the county
of Luzerne and for other purposes therein mentioned”5 it
is among other things enactedthat certain commissioners
therein namedor thereafterto beappointedshould within a
limited time meettogetherwithin the saidcounty for thepur-
pose of receivingand examiningthe claims of the saidclaim-
antsandascertainingand confirming the same:

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And whereaswhen these commissionershad met in pur-
suanceof the said law they were interrupted in their pro-

And whereasdoubt~have also arisen concerningthe con-

And whereasthetime in whichthesecommissionerswereto
receiveclaimshasexp’ired but their otherpowersstill remain,.

suspendeduntil the legislature Qf this commonwealthshall
by a law for that purposeto be enactedmake further pro-
visions andregulationsin the premisesand shall direct and
require the said commissionersto proceedin the exerciseof
their s~iidl)owerS.
