CHAPTERMCCCLIV.

AN ACT TO ALTER AND AMEND SO MUCH OF THE SEVERAL IMPOST
LAWS OF THIS STATE AS CONFINES THE ALLOWING OF DRAW-
BACKS ON GOODS EXPORTED TO THE ORIGINAL IMPORTERS THERE-
OF AND OBLIGES THE EXPORTER TO PRODUCE CERTIFICATES OF
THE LANDING OF SUCH GOODS.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasthe drawingback the duties and
impostslaid by the severallaws of this commonwealthon the
importation of goods, waresandmerchandisewhenthe same
shallbe bonafide exportedfor saleandconsumptionin other
statesor foreign countriestendsto the increaseof the corn-
merceof this stateandthe saiddrawbacks’areby thesai~laws
confinedto the original importersof such goods:

[SectionI.] (Section II, P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedand
it is herebyenactedby. the Representativesof the Freemenof
theOomrnonweaitb.of Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet
and by the authority of the same, That from and after the
passingof this actall thedutiesandimpostswhich havebeen
or shallbe paidor securedto bepaidupon the importationof
anygoods,wares,or merchandiseinto this stateshallbedrawn
back,allowed or remittedto anypersonexportingthe samein
the mannerand form prescribedand directedin the acts for
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allOwing drawbacks on goods, waresand merchandiseex-
ported exceptasis hereinexcepted:

And whereascertificatesof thelanding of goods,waresand
merchandiseexported in the mannerprescribedby the acts
aforesaidcannotin many placesbe procuredor is attended
with greatexpenseanddifficulties.

[Section II.] (SectionIII, P. L.) Be it enactedby the auth-
ority aforesaid,That from andafter the passingof this act,
the bondswhich shall be given on the exportationof goods,
waresand merchandiseto any port or place not within the
United Statesshall be canceledon the oath or affirmation of
the masterof suchvesselwhereinany goods,waresandmer-
chandisemaybeexportedasaforesaid,specifyingthe delivery
thereofat the port of discharge,agreeablyto the conditions
of thesaidbondsor on theoathor affirmationof the consignee
of suchgoods~,waresandmerchandise,anythingin thesaidacts
to thecontra~ynotwithstanding.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIV, P.L.) And beit further,enacted
by theauthority aforesaid,That so muchof the said laws as
is herebyalteredandsuppliedbeandis herebyrepealed.
