CHAPTER MCCCLVIII.

AN ACT TO SUSPEND FORSIX MONTHS THET POWERSOF THE COMMIS-
SIONERS OF THE SEVERAL COUNTIES OF THIS STATE TO MAKE
SALE OF UNSEATED LANDS FOR NON-PAYMENT OF TAXES,

(Section I, P. L.) Whereasthe strict executionof the law
directing the saleof unseatedlands for non-paymentof taxes
has~.by reasonof the small proportion they generally yield
on the saleof their supposedor real value, becomeextremely
oppressive,and it is necessary’and just as well for the more
easyrecovery of the taxesimposed on locateduncultivated
landsthe propertyof personsresidingat a distancetherefrom,
as for the protectionof the ownersof suchproperty against
diversinconveniencesandlossesto which theyhavebeenand
may be subjected,that alterations and amendmentsin the
laws for imposing taxes should be madeand enactedby a
future assembly:

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P. L.) Be it enactedandis it hereby
enactedby the Representativesof the Freemenof the Com-
monwealthof Pennsylvaniain. GeneralAssemblymet andby
theauthority of thesame,Thatthe commisionersof the several
countieswithin this statebeandtheyareherebyrestrictedand
prohibited from making sale of any unseatedlands whatsø-
everin their respectivecountiesby reasonof the non-payment
of taxesfor andduringthe term of six monthsfrom andafter
the passingof this act, anylaw to the contrarynOtwithstand-
ing.
