(Section I, P. L.) Whereasin and by an act of general
assemblyof this commonwealthentitled, “An act to alter and
amend an act of assembly,entitled, ‘an act for grantingand
disposingof the unappropriatedlands within this state,’“~ it
is enactedanddeclaredthat the priceof the unappropriated
landswithin this statewhich havebeenpurchasedor should
be purchasedby certain commissionersfor that purposeap-
pointed shouldbe fixed at thirty poundsfor everyonehundred
acresof the sameland and so in proportion for greateror
lessquantitiesthereof,andit wasby the sameactdirectedthat
paymentsof thesamepriceshouldbemadebefore the issuing
of the warrant for surveying each tract thereof respectively,
eitherin gold or silver moneyor in thebills of this statewhich
he dated on the twentieth day of April, Anno Domini one

thousandsevenhundredandeighty-oneor in certaincertificates
