AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE SUPREMEEXECUTIVE COUNCIL TO DRAW
ON THE STATE TREASURER [FOR] A SUM OF MONEY FOR DEFRAY-
ING THE EXPENSE OF PURCHASING OF THE INDIANS LANDS ON
LAKE ERIE.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasa purchasehath beenmadeby
this commonwealthfrom the United Statesof a certaintract
of countrylying on LakeErie,boundedby partof thesaidlake,
part of the northernline of this stateand by a meridian line
run from the said [northern] boundar~yof this stateto Lake
Erie thesaidmeridianbeinga partof thewesternboundaryof
New York, and it is necessaryto provide fundsfor defraying
the expensesof purchasingthe claims of the Indian natives
to thesaidtract or parcelof land:
