donationsbelongingto said congregationdoesnot exceedthe
sum of five hundredpoundsspecie.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatthesaid corporationandtheir
successorsby thename,styleand title aforesaidshall forever
hereafterhave,useand exerciseall a~dsingularthelike pow-
ers, authorities, rights, privileges, immunities and shall be
subjectto suchregulations,provisionsand directionsand to
suchlimitations and restrictions,asweregiven andgrantedto
the EpiscopalCongregationof Saint Paul’sChirch in the city
of Philadelphiain and by an act of the general assemblyeu-
titled, “An actfor incorporatingSaintPaul’sChurchin thecity
of Philadelphia”passedthe twenty-third day of September
in theyearof our Lord one thousandsevenhundredand eighty-
three.

AN ACT FOR VESTING A LOT OF GROUND HEREIN DESCRIBED WITH
THE BUILDINGS AND IMPROVEMENTS THEREON ERECTRD AND
MADE IN THE TRUSTEESOF DICKINSON COLLEGEIN THE BOROUGH
OF CARLISLE IN THE COUNTY OF CUMBERLAND.

(SectionI, P. L.) WhereasThomasPennandRichardPenn,
Esquires,lateproprietariesof Pennsylvania,did by theirpat-
ent bearingdateat Philadelphiathe third day of March ill

theyearof ourLord onethousandsevenhundredand sevefltv
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threeand recordedin the Rolls Office in Book A. A. volume
twelve page one hundred and twenty-seven&c., give, grant,
releaseand confirm unto John Montgomery, Robert Miller,
JohnArmstrong,JamesWilson, GeorgeStevenson,Robert Ma-
gaw, StephenDuncan, William Lyon and William Irwin, a
lot of groundin thetown (now borough)of Carlislein thecoun-
ty of Cumberland,marked in general plan of the said town
number-two hundredand nineteenand situatedon the north
side of Pomfret street betweenHanover street and Bedford
streetand containingin breadtheastand westsixty feet and
in length north and south two hundredand forty feet, bounded
southwardwith Pomfretstreet,eastwardwith lot numbertwo
hundredand twenty-seven,northwardwith a twentyfeet alley
and westward-with lot numbertwo hundredand elevento have
and to hold the lot of ground, hereditamentsand prem-
ises, by the said patent grantedwith the appurtenancesunto
the said John Montgomery, Robert Miller, John Armstrong,
JamesWilson, GeorgeStevenson,RobertMagaw, StephenDun-
can, William Lyon, and William Irwin in trust, nevertheless
that they and the survivors and survivor of them shouM and
would from time to time, and at all times forever thereafter
permitand sufferthe sameto he appliedto theuseand purpose
of keepingand maintaininga grammarschool, to be kept and
taught in one or moreproperhousesor buildings on the same
lot çof ground to he erectedas by the said patent recordedas
aforesaid,referencebeing thereuntohad, will more fully and
at largeappear:

And whereasthe trusteesin the said patentnamederected
a houseon the said lot of ground for the purposein the said
patent specified, in which housea grammar school was kept
andtaughtfor severalyears:

And whereason the ninth day of Septemberin the year of
our Lord one thousandsevenhundredand eighty-three~an act
was passedby the legislatureof this commonwealth for the
establishmentof a college at the borough of Carlisle, in the
county of Cumberlandin the stateof Pennsylvania(which col-

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legewas by the said act called Dickinson College) underthe
management,directionand governmentof a numberof trus-
tees,which said trusteesand their successorselectedin the
mannerin the said act directedwere by the said act elected,
establishedand declaredto be one body politic and corporate
with perpetualsuccessionin deed and in law, to all intents
and purposeswhatsoeverby the name,style and title of “The
Trusteesof Dickinson Collegein theBoroughof Carlisle in the
Countyof Oumberland:”

And whereasa numberof the surviving trusteesin the said
patentnamedand alsoa numberof theinhabitantsof thesaid
boroughof Carlisle havepresenteda petition to this house
settingforth the substanceof thesaidpatentandstatingalso
that the trusteesof Dickinson Collegehave at a considerable
expenseerectedbuildings on the said lot for the said college,
in which it hathbeenkeptsincetheestablishmentthereofto
the presenttimeand furthersetting forth thatthe petitioners
conceivethat thegoodintentionsof thesaid lateproprietaries
arefully answeredby theestablishmentof the said collegein
CarlisJ.e,asthereis annexedto it a very respectablegrammar
school,which is underthedirectionof theprincipal andunder
the immediatecareof a professorof languagesand assistant
tutors:

Thereforethe petitionerspray thatthis housewould passa
law to vest the said lot of landand premises‘with the appur-
tenancesin the trusteesof Dickinson Collegein the borough
of Carlisle in the countyof Oumberlandand their successors
for theuseof thesaid collegeforever:

And whereasthis houseis satisfiedof the truth of thefacts
setforth asaforesaidandthat it is thedesireof theinhabitants
of Carlislefor whoseuseandbenefitthesaidlot of groundwas
grantedasaforesaidthat thesameshouldbe vestedin thetrus-
teesof Dickinson Collegeaforesaidfor the useof the said col-
lege:

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P. L.) Beit thereforeenactedand it
is herebyenactedby theRepresentativesof theFreemenof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet and
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by theauthorityof the same,Thatthesaidlot of groundso as
aforesaidboundedand describedandalso all and singularthe
houses,buildings~,edificesandimprovementsthereonmadeand
erectedand premiseswith theappurtenancesto the samebe-
longing or in anywiseappertainingandthe reversionandre-
versions,remainderandremaindersthereofandall the estate,
right, title, interest,claim and demandwhatsoeverof thesaid
JohnMontgomery,RobertMiller, JohnArmstrong,JamesWil-
son,RobertMagaw, StephenDuncan,William Lyon andWil-
liam Irwin thesurviving trusteesin thesaid patentnamedof,
in, to and out of the premiseswith the appurtenances,shall
from andafterthepassingof this actbevestedin thetrustees
of Dickinson Collegein theboroughof Carlisle, in thecounty
of Oumberiandand their successorsforever for theuseof the
said college.

CHAPTER MCCCLXX. -

AN ACT IN AID OF AN ACT OF THE. DELAWARE STATE FOR THE
SETTLEMENTOF THE ACCOUNTS OF THE WILMINGTON LOTTERY.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasby an actof the generalassembly
of Delawareentitled,“An actforthesettlementof the accounts
of the Wilmington lottery,” passedat Dover on the third day
of Februaryonethousandsevenhundredand eighty-sevenit
is enacted[that] JamesGibbons,JosephShalicross,Thomas
May, Vincent Bonsai! and IsaacHendrickson,gentlemen,all
of the boroughof Wilmington in thesaidstate,or anythreeor
moreof them, beauthorized,directedandempoweredto settle
andadjustall mattersthat now areor mayafterwardsarisein
disputerespectingthe said lottery and to call the managers
of thesaidlottery beforethem andall otherpersonsconcerned
or employedby andunderthemin thesaleor disposalof tick-
etsin thesamefor the purposeof a full andfinal settlementof
