CHAPTERMCCCLXXXIII.

AN ACT TO SUSPENDFOR A LIMITED TIME. THE COLLECTION OP ALL
MILiTIA FINES INCURRED UNDER LAWS PASSED BEFO1{B THE
TWENTY-SECONDDAY OF MARCH ONETHOUSAND SE~V~N}1UNDR~D
AND EIGHTY-EIGHT.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereascomplaintshavebeenmadethat
the collectorsof militia finesincurredundertheformersystems
frequently abusethe powergiven them of proceedingagainst
delinquentsby distress,wherebypropertyfar beyondthesums
due is, by bador collusivesales,lost to theowners,asmuchto
the disreputationof governmentasit is to the injury of in-
dividuals, andasthe strict exactionof fineslong accumulating
may in many easesprove highly oppressiveand grievous, it
is thought proper that the collection of the fines aforesaid
should be discontinueduntil the legislaturecan institute au
inquiry into theabusesso complainedof andapplysomeeffect-
ual remedytheretoand also determineasto the propersub-
jectsof exonerationfrom the finesnow due:

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P. L.) Be it enactedandit is hereby
enactedby the Representativesof the Freemenof the Oom-

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasthesituationof public affairs,the
plighted faith of this commonwealthand the principles of
naturaljustice and equity requirethat further time shouldbe
allowedfor redeemingthe bills of credit in and by the actto
which this is a supplementmentionedandreferredto, thanis
thereingiven:

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedandit
is herebyenactedby the Representativesof the Freemenof
theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet
and by [thej authorityof the same,Thatthe third andfourth
sectionsof the act to which this is a supplementand every
clause,matterandthingthereinandin eachof themcontained
shall beandtheyareherebyrepealedand madenull andvoid.
