WITHIN THE CITY OF PHILDELPHIA AND THE NEIGHBORHOOD
THEREOF.

(Section I, P. L.) Whereasa great numberof the citizens
of Philadelphiaand the neighborhoodthereofhavepetitioned
this housefor a repealof so muchof a certainlaw of this com-
monwealthasprohibitstheatricalexhibitionsand this assem-
bly being desirous of promotingthe interestsof geniusand
literatureby permittingsuchtheatricalexhibitionsasarecap
ableof advancingmorality and virtue and poli$hing theman-
nersandhabits of society, and it beingcontraryto the prin-
ciplesof a free governmentto depriveany of its citizens of a
Tational and innocententertainment,which at the sametime
that it affordsa necessaryrelaxationfrom thefatiguesof busi-
nessis calcujatedto inform the mind andimprovethe heart:
