[Section1.] (Section II, P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedaIL(1

it is herebyenactedby the Representativesof the Freemenof
the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAs~emb1ymet
andby the authority of the same,That the following amend-
mentsto the constitutionof theUnitedStatesproposedby the
congressthereof,viz:

Article 3. congressshall makeno law respectingan estab-
lishmentof religion or prohibiting the freeexercisethereof,or
abridging the freedom of speech of the pressor the right of
the people peaceablyto assembleandto petition the govern-
ment for a redressof grievances.
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Article 4. A well regulatedmilitia being necessaryto the
securityof a free statetheright of the peopleto keepandbear
armsshallnot be infringed.

Article 7. No personshall be heldto answerfor a capital or
otherwiseinfamousclime unlesson a presentmentor indict-
ment of a grand jury except in casesarising in the land or
naval forcesor in the militia whenin actual servicein time of
war or public danger,nor shall anypersonbe subject for the
sameoffenseto be twice put in jeopardyof life or limb, nor
shall bo compelledin anycriminal caseto be a witnessagainst
lthu~elfnor to be deprivedof life, liberty or property ivithoiit
dueprocessof law, nor shallprivatepropertybetakenfor Pub-
lic usewithout just compensation.

Article 8. In all criminal prosecutionsthe accusedshall en-
joy the right of a speedyandpublic trial by an impartial jury
of the state and district wherein the crime shall have been

committed,which district shall have been previously ascer-
tainedby law, andto be informedof thenatureandcauseof the
accusation,to be confrontedwith the witnessesagaiii~thim,
to have compulsoryprocessfor obtaining witnesses in his
favor andto havethe assistanceof counselfor his defense.

Article 9. In suitsat commonlaw wherethe value in contro-
versy shall exceedtwenty dollars the right of trial by jury
shall bepreservedandno fact tried by a jury shall be other-
wise re-examinedin any court of the United Statesthan ac-
‘nrthng to the rulesof the commonlaw.
