AN ACT IN FAVOR OF READING HOWELL AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES
THEREIN MENTIONED.

(Sectionl,P. L.) Whereasit appearsto this housethat Read-
ing Howell of the city of Philadelphiabathat greatexpense
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of labor and money procuredmaterialsfor compiling an ac-
curate map of Pennsylvaniaincluding the lands lately pur-
chasedof theUnited Statesand he hath nearlycompiledthe
same,whichmapwhencompletedwill givemoreperfectknow-
ledgeof geographyof the State and more especiallyof the
uninhabitedpartsof it andwill afford muchassistancein the
laying out of roadsandtheimprovementof theinland naviga-
tion which will be of greatadvantageto the citizens of the
commonwealth:

And whereasit is just andright for governmentto give en-
couragementto men who devote their time and money in
pursuitswhich promotethepublic good:

And whereasit appearsto this assemblythat the lines of
thestateoughtto beperpetuatedand generallyknownto the
citizensof thiscommonwealthwhich maybeconvenientlydone
by their beingengravedand describedin the said map:

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P. L.) Beit thereforeenactedand
it is hereby enacte~by the Representativesof the Freemen
of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssembly
met and by the authority of the same,That in~order to en-
ablethe said ReadingHowell to completethe said map,the
presidentor vice-presidentin council be authorizedto issue
their warrantson the statetreasurerrequiringhim to payto
the said ReadingHowell the sum of three hundred pounds
to be paidout of the moneysappropriatedfor claims and im-
provementswhen the sameshall becomesufficiently produc-
tive.
