CHAPTERMDVIII.

AN ACT FOR APPOINTING TWO ADDITIONAL TRUSTEES FOR THE
COUNTY OF HUNTINGDON.

(sectionI, P. L.) Whereasby the act for erectingpart of
Bedford county into a separatecounty by the nameof Hunt-
ingdon county threeof the five trusteesthereinnamedwere
appointedas residentsin the town of Huntingdon for the
greaterconvenienceof forming a necessaryquorum in order
to theexecutionof thetrust committedto them:

And whereasby the deathof one of the said trustees,the
removalof anotherfrom saidtown andtheintentionof athird
to removesoonfrom the county thereremainsbut one o the
saidtrusteeswho hashis usualresidencein thesaid town and
it is becomedifficult to assembleanythreeof thesaidtrustees
for the necessarybusinessof the [county]:

For remedywhereof:
[SectionI.] (SectionII, P. L.) Be it enactedandit is hereby

enactedby the Representativesof the Freemenof the Com-
monwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet andby
theauthority of the same,ThatAndrew HendersonandRich-

ard Smith of the town of Huntingdonaforesaidbe and they
are herebyappointedtrusteesin conjunctionwith the surviv-
ing trusteesnamedin the said act and now residingwithin
thesaidcounty,andtheyor a majority of them,heretoforeand
now appointedandresidingwithin the said countyshall have
and executeall thepowers,trustsanddutiescommittedto the
five trusteesin theact for erectingthesaidcountyin thesame
mannerandasfully asif thesaidAndrewHendersonandRich-
ard Smith had beenoriginally appointedtrusteesin the said
act.
