CHAPTERMDXXXIII.

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE ELECTION OF REPRESENTATIVESOF
THE PEOPLE OF THIS STATE IN THE OONGRES~OF ThE 13NIT~ED
STATES.

Whereasit is necessaryto makeprovision for the election
ofrepresentativesof thegood peopleof this commonwealth,to
servein the Houseof Representativesof the UnitedStatesfor
two years,and a division of the stateinto districts, for such
purpose,appearsmost conduciveto a fair and equal represen-
tationof thepeople.
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[SectionL] (SectionI. P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof theCommonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet,andit is herebyenactedby
theauthorityof thesame,Thatfor thepurposeof electingrep-
resentativesof thepeopleof this commonwealth,to servein the
houseof representativesof the United Statesfor two years,
this stateshall bedividedinto eight districts,asfollows: The
city of Philadelphiaandthe1countyof Delawareshallbea dis-
trict, andshall electone member;the countiesof Philadelphia
and Bucksshall be a district, andshallelectone member;the
countiesof Chesterand Montgomeryshall be a district, and
shall elect one member; the countiesof Berks, Northampton
andLuzerneshallbea district,andshallelectonemember;the
countiesof LancasterandDauphinshallbe a district, andshall
elect one member;the countiesof Northumberland,Bedford,
Franklin,HuntingdonandMuffin shall bea district, andshall
electonemember;thecountiesof York and Oumberlandshall
be a district, andshallelectone member;thecountiesof West-
moreland,Fayette,WashingtonandAlleghenyshall be a dis-
trIct, and shall elect one member; which representativesre-
spectivelymay be taken from the stateat large,providedthey
are otherwisequalified, accordingto the constitution of the
United States.

[SectionIL] (SectionII. P. L.) Be it enactedby theauth-
ority aforesaid,That the election of representatives,agreeably
to theconstitutionof theUnited States,andthe directionsof
this act,shall he held by thecitizensof this state,qualifiedto
vote for membersof the generalassembly, on the second
Tuesdayof Octobernext, at the sameplacesrespectively,in
thesamemannerandunderthecareandregulationof thesame
officers,asin andby theseveralactsof assembly,for theregu-
lation of the generaielections of this state, is provided;of
which electionspublic notice shall be given by the sheriffsof
the respectivecountiesat least thirty daysbefore the said
election.

[Section III.] (Section III. P. L.) Be it enactedby the
authority aforesaid,That everyperson,who shallbe guilty of
any neglector abuseof any of the said acts of assembly,for
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the regulationof elections,at any electionto beheld in pur-
suanceof this act,shallbeprosecutedandpunishedin thesame
manner,asif hehad beenguilty of thelike neglector abuse
in theelectionof membersof thelegislatureof this state.

[Section IV.] (Section IV. P. L.) Be it enactedby the
authorityaforesaid,Thatthejudgesof the electionin the city
of Philadelphia,and in eachrespectivecounty, after having
formedthe returnof thewhole electionin the said city, or in
theirrespectivecounty, in suchm~nnerasis by law directed,
shall sendthe same,by one or moreof their number,to the
place hereaftermentioned,within the district of which such
city or countyis a part,wherethejudgessomet shall compare
andcastup theseveralreturns,andshallexecute,undertheir
handsandseals,one generalandtruereturnforthe whole die-
trict; that is to say,thejudgesof the district composedof the
city of Philadelphiaandthe countyof Delawareshall meetin
thecity of Philadelphia;thejudgesof the district composedof
thecountiesof PhiladelphiaandBucksshallmeetat thehouse
of GeorgeBenner,in. Bustleton,in thecountyof Philadelphia;
the judgesof the district composedof the countiesof Chester
andMontgomeryshall meetat the houseof CasperFawnstock~
in EastWhitelandtownship,Chestercounty; thejudgesof the
district composedof the countiesof Berks, Northamptonand
Luzerneshall meetat tile houseof JeremiahTrexier, in Mac-
cungy township, in the county of Northampton;tli~judgesof
thedistrict composedof thecountiesof LancasterandDauphiii
shall meet at the housenow occupiedby AlexanderBoggs~
nearElizabethtown,in Lancastercounty; thejudgesof thedis-
trict composedof the countiesof Northumberland,Bedford,
Franklin, Huntingdon andMuffin shall meetat Huntingdon;
thejudgesof thedistrict composedof thecountiesof York and
Cumberlancishall meetat the housenow occupiedby Daniel
Carpenter,in Warringi~ontownship,in the countyof York; the
judgesof the district composedof the countiesof Westmore-
land, Fayette,Washingtonand Allegheny shall meet at the
houseof StephenBayard,in Elizabethtown,in thetownship of
Elizabeth,in thecountyof Allegheny, on thethird Tuesdayof
October,respectively;and within the spaceof ten daysafter~
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the saidelection,thejudgesof eachrespectivedistrict, so con-
vened,shall causethe said generalreturn to be deliveredto
thesheriff of thecountyin which they shallbe thus convened,
and shall also causea duplicatethereof,signedand sealedin
thesamemanner,to be depositedin theoffice of theprothono-
tary of suchcounty.

[SectronV.] (SectionV. P. L.) Be it enactedby theauth-
ority aforesaid,Thatsuchsheriff, havingreceivedthesaid gen-
eral return, shall, within at leasttwenty daysafterthe said
election,deliver or safely transmit the sameto the governor,
who shall thereupon.declareby proclamation,the nameof the
personto him returnedasduly electedin eachrespectivedis-
trict; and shall thereafter,as soonasconvenientlymay be,
transmit the said return to the speakerof the houseof rep-
resentativesof theUnited States.

CHAPTER MDXXXIV.

A StJPPI~MENTTO AN ACT ENTITLED “AN ACT TO ENABLE THE
OWNERS AND POSSESSORSOF MEADOW LAND, SITUATE IN THE
PRECINCrr OF RICHMOND, IN THE TOWNSHIP OF THE NORTHERN
LIBERTIES’, TO KEEP THE BANKS, DAMS, SLUICES AND FLOOD-
GATES IN REPAIR.”

Whereastheact,entitled“An actto enabletheownersand
possessorsof meadow land, situatein. the precinctof Rich-
mond, in the township of the NorthernLiberties to keep the
bands,dams,sluices,and flood gatesin repair,”1 enactedthe
twenty-sixthday of September,one thousandsevenhundred
and eighty-nine,havingno provision thereinfor an electionto
beheldfor thechoiceof managersandtreasurer,on anyother
but a certain day, of which the treasureris directedto give
ten days’ previousnotice, and an omissionfor the choice of
managersand treasurer,havingalreadyensued,to the great
