Whereasby the dissolution of the late supremeexecutive
council, thepowersvestedin themby the act, entitled“An act
for the better supportof the public credit, by an immediate
saleof theland’sthereinmentioned,andfully securingthepur-
chasersthereof in their titles, andalso for preservingthecom-
mon lands,appurtenantto the city of Philadelphiaandother
townsin this state,from unwarrantableencroachments)”(1) en-
actedthe tenth day of April, onethousandsevenhundredand
eighty-onecannotbe executed,and it is necessaryfor certain
purposes,to revive thosepowers,and to’ make suchprovision
asthe alterationof circumstancesby the saleof the city lots
thereinmentioned,hath renderedproper.

[SectionI.] (SectionI. P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania.,in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
the authorityof the same,That all the powersandauthorities
vestedby the act,entitled“An act for thebettersupportof the
public credit by an immediatesaleof the landstherein men-
tioned andfully securingthe purchasersthereofin their titles,
andalso for preservingthe commonlands,appurtenantto the
city of Philadelphiaand other towns in the state from un-
warrantableencroachments,”in the late president, or vice-
president, and supreme executive council of this common-
wealth, relativetothe claims dependingbeforethe saidcouncil
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at thetime of their dissolution,andall powersandauthorities
necessaryto carryinto effectthe decisionsof thatboardon the
forementionedsubject,be, and the samepowersand authori-
tiesarehereby,revived,continuedand vestedin thejudgesof
the supremecourt of this commonwealthin asfull and ample
a mannerasthe samewereexercisedand enjoyedby the said
late president,or vice-presidentin council; and the said
supremecourt is herebyfully authorizedand empoweredto
hearand determineall claims for city lots, agreeablyto the
directionsof the actherein recited,which were dependingor
madeatthetime of thedissolutionof thesaidsupremeexecu-
tive council, taking cognizancethereofand proceedingtherein
to asfull effectas’thesaidpresidentorvice-presidentin council
couldhavedone;andin caseequivalentsin lots for thewhole,
or any part of claims,cannotbe had,owing to thelots which
by law should have been assignedto thoseentitled thereto
being sold’ by the commonwealth,thesaid court shall order a
writ orwrits to beformedbytheprothonotaryof thesaidcourt,
in thenameof thecommonwealthdirectedto thesheriff of the
countyof Philadelphia,commandinghim to causea jury of
twelve lawful men of his bailiwick to be empanelled,and
sworn,or affirmed, who shall proceedto valuethe lot or lots
sold by thecommonwealth,andclaimedby theparty adjudged
to beentitledthereto,andto return theirsaidvaluationto the
said court, who shall certify thesameto the governor,and in
caseof partial equivalenthavingbeengiven, by virtueof the
decreeor orderof thelatepresidentorvice-presidentin council,
andabalanceshallappearto’ beduefor whichno equivalentin
lots hath been. obtained, the said judg~esshall certify the
amountof suchbalanceto thegovernoror in casea lot or lots
assignedby any jury in virtueof theact hereinbeforerecited,
shallappearto thesaidjudgeson dueexaminationhad,not to
havebeenwithin thepowerof thestateto grant,orcauseto be
assigned,asan equivalentin the whole, or in part, thenthe
courton beingduly satisfiedof thevalueof thesaid lot or lots
so improperlyassigned,shallcertify to thegovernortheamount
ofthevalueof suchlot or lots, andthegovernorshallcausethe
amountof said valuationfirst mentioned,that of the balance
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beforestated,or thevalue of thelot or lots so improperlyas-
signed, to be enteredin the books of theregister-generaland
comptroller-general,and certificatesshall thereuponbe issued
for the amountof the sumor sumsrespectivelycertifiedto be
enteredas aforesaid,in favor of the party or partiesentitled
thereto,which certificatesshallbearinterestfrom theirrespec-
tive dates. Provided,always,nevertheless,Thatnothinghere-
in containedshall be constructedto admit any claims to city
lots, which werebarredby the act to which this is a supple-
ment.

[SectionIL] (SectionII. P.uL) Be it enactedby theauth-
ority aforesaid,wherepetitionshavebeenpreferredto’ thelate
executivecouncil, for the determinationof claimsto city lots
within thetimelimited in thesaid act,on whichpetitionsno de-
cision or determinationhasbeenpronouncedby the said ex-
ecutivecouncil, the‘said judgesshallproceedto hearandde-
termineon suchclaimsand petitions,andtheirjudgmentshall
be final, either to awardpossession.to the claimants,or to
decreein favor of thecommonwealth,asto thesaidjudgesshall
appearjust andequitable.

Whereasby the suddendissolution of the late generalas-
semblyQf this commonwealth,certaindemands,heretoforearis-
ing from transactingthe businessthereof,haveunavoidably
remainedunpaid. And whereasit is right and justthat de-
mandsincurredby reasonof moneyspaid,or servicesrendered,
by thosein the employof thelate generalassembly,or of the
lateconventionof this commonwealth,should be paidand dis
charged.
