Provided
always,Thatnothinghereincontainedshallbedeemedortaken
to extendto preventthe collection of the arrearagesof taxes
due on the thirty-first day of December,one thousandseven
hundredand ninety, orto preventthesaid commissionersand
assessors,or other persons,duly authorized,from assessing,
levying and collecting county ratesand levies, taxesfor the
relief of the poor,or for openingand keepingin repairroads
andhighways.

CHAPTER MDLXI

AN ACT FOR ERECTINO THE TOWNSHIPSOF UNION AND WAYNE, IN
THE COUNTY OF MIFFLIN, INTO SEPARATE ELECTION DISTRICTS,
AND FOR .4LTERING THE PLACE FOR HOLDING THE FIFTH ELEC-
TION DISTRICT IN THE COUNTY OF NORTHUMBERL~ND.

Whereasit hasbeenfound extremelyinconvenientfor the
freemenof Union andWaynetownships,in the countyof Miff-
un, to attendat Lewistown for the purposeof holding their
annualelections,asthelaw directs: Forremedythereof:

[SectionI.] (SectionI. P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet,andit is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,Thatthe townshipof Union in the
countyof Muffin, be,andthesameis hereby,erectedinto a new
and separatedistrict; and the freemen of said township of
Union shall hereaftermeetat thehousenow occupiedby Cap-
tain HughMcLelen, in thesaid townshipof Union, for thepur-
poseof holding elections for membersof general assembly,
and otherelectiveofficers for said countyof Muffin, conforma-
bly to the constitu~iona.ndlaws of this commonwealth.

[SectionII.] (SectionII. P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by theauthority aforesaid,Thatthetownshipof Wayne,in the
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saidcountyof Mifflin, be,andthesameis herebyerectedinto a
newandseparatedistrict; andthefreemenof saidtownship of
Wayne shall hereaftermeet at the housenow occupied by
EdwardJohnston,in thesaidtownship of Wayne,for thepur.
pose of holding electionsfor membersof generalassembly~
and other elective officers for said county of Mifflin, conform
ably to theconstitutionandlaws of this commonwealth.

(SectionIII. P.L.) Andwhei~eas,by an actof thegeneralas-
sembly,passedon the nineteenthdayof September,onethou-
sandsevenhundred and eighty-six, the freemen of Potter’s
township in the county of Northumberland,were enabledtG

holdtheir annualelectionat the houseof GeorgeMcCormick,
in the township aforesaid,and be dalled the fifth district im
thecountyaforesaid;andwhereas,by anactof the generalas-
sembly,passedtheninerteenthday of September,onethousand
sevenhundredand eighty-nine,entitled “An act for erecting
certainpartsof Cumberlandand Northumberlandcountiesinto-
a separatecounty,” (1) one-half of the spaceincluded in the
saiddistrict is now in thecountyof Muffin, andastheremain-
ing inhabitantsby theirpetitionto a former House,requested
that theplaceof holdingtheir annualelectionmay~beremoved
to Aaronsburgh.

[Section III.] Be it therefore enactedby the authority
aforesaid,Thatthefreemenin the saidfifth electiondistrict in
thecountyof Northumberlandshall,from andafterthepassing
hereof,hold their annualelectionsat thehouseof Aaron Levy,.
in the town of Aaronsburg,anything in a formerlaw to the
contrarynotwithstanding.
