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CHAPTERMDLXXI.

AN ACT TO APPOINT A COMMISSIONER TO SUPERINTEND THE SET-
TLEMENT OF THE M)OOIJNTS OF THIS STATE WITH THE UNITED
STATES.

Whereasthe settle~mentof the accountsof this common-
wealth with the United Statesis an object of suchessential
consequenceto thepublic interestsasto demandtheimmediate
and most pointednotice of the legislature.

[SectionI.] (SectionI. P.L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof theCommonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in. GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by the authorityof the same,Thata commissionbe instituted,
for the soleand expresspurposeof superintendingthe settle-
ment of the accountsof this commonwealthwith the United
States,andthat a personof integrity and competentabilities
to dischargeit~dutiesbe forthwith appointedby thegovernor,
to executethe same.

[Section 11.1 (SectionII. P. L.) Be it further enactedby
theauthorityaforesaid,Thatthecomptroller-generalbe,andhe
is herebyenjoinedto prepareandadjustall the aforesaidac-
coumts~and to makeall communications,and to renderevery
assistanceto the commissionerthat his official knowledgeof
this branchof thepublic accountswill necessarilyenablehim
to do, andhe is furtherdirectedand required,on application
of the commissioner,to deliver to him all accounts, books~
papersandvouchers~that hemay requireor demand,for the
purposeof obtaininga full andfinal settlementof theaccounts
of this commonwealthwith the United States.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIII. P.L.) Be it furtherenactedby
theauthorityaforesaid,Thatthesalaryherebyallottedto the
saidcommiss&onershallbeattherateof eight hundredpounds
perannum,andshall bepaidoutof thefundsappropriatedfor
thesupportof government.
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[SectionlIT.] (SectionIV. P. L.) Be: it furtherenactedby
the authority aforesaid,Thatthe commissionerappointedby
virtue of this act may, with theapprobationof the governor,
employsucha numberof clerks,asshallbe necessaryto carry
theprovisionsof thisactinto effect; andthat thecomptroller-
generalmayalso,with theapprobationof thegovernor,in addi-
tion to the clerks allowed him by anact, entitled “An act to
provide for the support of the governmentof this common-
weaith,”(l) employsucha numberof additional clerks,aswill
enablehim to adjustandpreparetheabovementionedaccounts
within thetime limited by thecongressof theUnitedStatesfor
their presentation,the salariesof which clerks, respectively,
shall bepaid out of thefundsappropriatedfor the supportof
government.
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CHAPTERMDLXXII.

AN ACT TO REDUCE THE EXPENSES OF THE BOARD OF WARDENS
OF THE PORT OF PHILADELPHIA, AND TO PROVIDEFOR THE PAY-
MENT OF A DEBT CONTRACTED BY THEM.

Whereasthe board of wardensof the port of Philadelphia
hasbeen found, in, various respects,eminently useful to the
commerceof this state,but the establishmentof the present
constitutionof theUnited States,and thecessionof thelight-
houseat CapeHenlopen,with the beacons,buoys, and public
piers,in theriver Delaware,andthelandsandtenementsthere-
to belonging, by reducingthenumberof objectsunderthecare
of theboard of wardens,necessarilyrequiresa diminution of
the expensesattendingit; and whereasit appearsthat a debt
amountingto onehundredandfifty-eight poundselevenshill-
ingsand nine-pencehas,previousto thethirteenthdayof Jan-
uary, one thousandseven hundredand ninety-one, beenun-
