CHAPTERMDLXXIV.

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE SUPPORTOF THE GOVERNM~ENTOF
THIS COMMONWEALTH.

Whereastheformationof a newsystemof governmentin this
commonwealth,the extinction of some offices heretoforees-
tablished,and thesubstitutionof others,renderit necessaryto
provide reasonableand adequatecompensationsfor thosewho
are,and shallbe,employedin theserviceof thepublic.

[SectionI.] (SectionI. P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedby
theSenateandHouseof Representativesof theCommonwealth
of Pennsylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is hereby
enactedby theauthority of the same,That thepublic officers
hereaftermentionedshall respectively,beentitledto receiveof
this commonwealth,in full compensationof their respectiveser-
vices in suchoffices, the annualsalariesand daily appoint-
ments,hereaftermentioned;that is to say:

The governor for the time being, the sum of two thousand
poundsper annum.

The speakerof the senate,whenhe~ha1lexercisethe office
of governor in the casesprovided for by the constitution,at
therateof twelve hundredandfifty poundsper annum.

The speakerof thesenate,for everydayhe shall attendthe
senatewhen he shall not exercisethe office of governor,and
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the speakerof the senatepro tempore,the sum of twenty~two
shillingsand six penceper diem.

The speakerof the houseof representatives,the sum of
twenty-two shillings and six pence,for every day heshall at-
tendthe houseof representatives.

The membersof the senateand houseof representatives,
respectively,the sum of fifteen shillings, for everyday they
shall attendupon their respectiveduties.

The chief justiceof the supremecourt, thesum of onethou-
sandpoundsper annumandthirty shillingsper daywhilst on
the circuit, as a full allowancefor all travelingexpenses.

The assistantjudgesof the samecourt, thesum of six hun-
dred poundsper annum,respectively,and thirty shillingsper
day, whilst on thecircuit, asa full allowancefor all traveling
expenses.

The threeassociatejudgesof the high court of errorsand
appeals,six dollars,for every day theyshall attendduring the
sessionof the said court

The presidentof thecourtsof common pleasof that circuit.
which shall include the city and county of Philadelphia,the
sumof sixhundreddollarsperannum;and theotherpresidents
of theseveralcourtsof commonpleas,thesum of five hundred
poundsperannum,respectively.

Thejudgesof the said courts,thesum of thirty poundsper
annum,respectively.

The attorney general,the sum of two hundred and fifty
poundsper annum.

The treasurerof thestate,the sum of five hundredpounds
per annum.

The surveyor.general,the sum of five hundred poundsper
annum.

The secretaryof theland office, the sum of five hundred
poundsperannum.

Thereceiver.generalof the land office, the sum of five hun-
dred poundspe~rannum.

The comptroller-general,the sum of eight hundredpounds
per annum.
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The register-general,the sum of five hundred poundsper
annum.

The clerks of the senateand houseof representatives,re-
spectively,thesumof twentyshillingsfor everydaytheyshall
attendupon their respectiveduties,with suchfurther occa-
sionalallowancesfor assistantsand extraordinaryservicesas
eachhouse,respectively,shall from time to time deemneces-
sary.

The sergeantsat armsof the senateand houseof represen-
tatives,respectively,thesumof ten shillingsfor everydaythey
shallattenduponthedutiesof their severalstations.

And the door-keepersof the senateand houseof represen-
tatives, respectively,the sum of ten shillings for every day
theyshallattenduponthe dutiesof their severalstationa

[SectionII.] (SectionII, P. L.) Be it furtherenactedby the
authorityaforesaid,Thateverymemberof thesenateandof the
houseof representativessThall be furtherallowed,oncein each
sitting of thegeneralassembly,thesumof ninepencefor each
mile heshall travel in coming to andreturningfrom thelegis-
lature.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIII, P. L.) Be it furtherenactedby
theauthorityaforesaid,Thata further annualallowanceshall
alsobemadeto thepublic officers hereaftermentioned,for the
purposeof employinga clerk in their respectiveoffices; that
purposeof employing a clerk or clerks in their respective
offices; that is to say,

To thesurveyor-general,the sum of two hundredand fifty
poundsperannum.

To the secretaryof the land office, thesum of two hundred
andfifty poundsperannum.

To the receiver-generalof the land office, the sum of two
hundredand fifty poundsperannum.

To thecomptroller-general,thesumof two hundredandfifty
poun~dsperannum.

To the registergeneral,the sum of two hundredand fifty
poundsper annum.

And to thestatetreasurer,thesum of two hundredpounds
per annum.
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[Section IV.] (SectionIV, P. L.) Be it further enactedby
the authority aforesaid,That besidesthe allowancesalready
madeby the provisions,of this act, there is herebyvestedin
the governor a discretionarypower (on application of the
officers of thebeforementioneddepartments)to sanctionthe
employmentof additional clerks, wheneverthe urgent busi-
nessof the officesrequiresit, provided~the whole amountof
the expensethereofdoesnot exceedthefollowing sumsin the
respectiveoffices:

In that of the surveyor-general,the sum of seventy-five
pounds.

Of the secretaryof theland office, the sum of seventy-five
pounds.

Of thereceiver-general,the sum of seventy-fivepounds.
Of thetreasurer,thesumof onehundredandfifty pounds.
Of thecomptroller-general,thesum of fourhundredpounds.
Of theregister-general,thesum of seventy-fivepounds.
And the faith of thestateis herebypledgedto provide for

theincreasedexpensesincurredin consequenceof thisarrange-
ment.

[SectionV.] (SectionV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the said salariesandallow-
ances,respectively,shall commencefrom the passingof this
act, exceptthe following, which shall respectivelycommence
from theseveralperiodshereaftermentioned;that is to say

For the governor,from thei~hirdTuesdayof Decemberlast.
For the speakerand membersof eachbranchof thelegis-

lature, and their severaloffices, from the commencementof
their services,respectively. For the chief justice and assist-
ant judgesof the supremecourt, from the respectivedatesof
the commissionsto them granted,or to be grantedby the
governor.

And for the presidentsandjudgesof the court of common
pleasfrom thefir~stdayof Septembernext.
