CHAPTER MDLXXTIX.

AN ACT FOR COMPENSATING JOHN VANNOST FOR HIS SERVICES IN
DRAFTING A FER BILL.

‘Whereas it appears to this house that John Vannost, of the
city of Philadelphia, at the request of a committee of a former
house, sufficiently empowered to employ the said John Van-
nost, did draw and frame a fee bill, and it being just and rea-
sonable that he should receive a compensation for his services
aforesaid; therefore:

[Section 1.] (Section I, P. 1) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That the governor of this common-
wealth be, and he is hereby empowered to draw an order on
the state treasurer in favor of the said John Vannost, for the
sum of fifteen pounds, which order shall be paid out of the
funds appropriated for the support of government, and when
paid by the treasurer, shall be available to him in the settle-

ment of his accounts with the commonwealth, for the sum
therein mentioned.
