requiredto give public noticeof thetime andplaceof holding
suchelections,which shall in all other respectsbe held, con-
ducted and regulated,agreeablyto the directions and pro-
visions containedin the act to incorporatethe city of Phila-
delphia; and the judgesof such electionsshall maketheir
returnsof the personswho shall be chosen,as aldermenor
common councilmen,to the aldermenor common councilmen
for the time being, who shallhavethe samepowersof judg-
ing of the election of membersof their boards,as the act
aboverefen’edto givesto themrespectively;andwhenit shall
be determinedwho arethepersonsduly elected,theyshall be
qualified accordingto the directionsof thesaid act,and shall
be aldermenand commoncouncilmenfor the city of Philadel-
phia,andshallbe vestedwith all thepowers,rightsandauthor-
ities, which by law to themrespectivelydo or shallbelongand
appertain;and shall continue to be aldermen and common
councilmenuntil thenext generalelectionunderthesaid law.

Whereasthe act, entitled “An act to enablealiens to pur-
chase and hold real estateswithin this commonwealth,”1

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passedon theeleventhday of February,in theyearonethou-
sandsevenhundredandeighty-nine,expiredby it~own limita-
tion on thefirst dayof Januarylast: And whereasthereasons
specifiedin thesaid actfor enactingthesame,appearto exist
now in thesameforce asat thetime thesaid actwaspassed.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L) Be it thereforeenactedby
theSenateand Houseof Representativesof theCommonwealth
of Pennsylvania,in GeneralAssembly met, andit is hereby
enactedby the authority of the same, That the said act to
enablealiensto purchaseand hold real estateswithin this
commonwealth,shall be revivedandcontinuedin forcefor the
term of threeyears from the passingof this act, and from
thenceto theendof thesessionof assemblynext ensuing.

DECRASED, RESPECTIVELY,SUCH PARTS OF THEIR FORF]3~ITB~D
ESTATESAS HAVE NOT BEEN SOLD FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE
COMMONWEALTH.

Whereasit hasbeenrepresentedto thelegislaturethat small
portions of theestatesof John Robertsand AbrahamOarlile,
respectively,forfeited by their attainder,haveneverbeensold
or seizedon behalf of the public, andJaneRoberts,widow
and, relic of the said John Roberts, and Abraham Carlile,
only sonof the said AbrahamOarlile, deceased,haveprayed
that the samemight be investedin them: Therefore:

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby theSenate
and Houseof Representativesof theCommonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same, That all right, title, interest,
property, claim and demandwhatsoever,which this common-
wealthhath in, to andout of suchpart of the estate,real and
