CHAPTER MDCIX.

AN ACT TO EXTEND THE TIME FOR PATENTINO LANDS.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof theCommonwealthof Penn-
sylvania., in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by theauthorityof thesame,Thatthetimesheretoforelimited
for patentinglandswhich werelocatedbeforetheDeclaration
of Independency,and giving a right of pre-emptionto actual
settlersto obtainwarrantsfor thelandsby them occupied,be
extendeduntil thetenthday of April, onethousandsevenhun-
dred and ninety-three,and from thenceto theendof thenext
sessionof thegeneralassembly.
