CHAPTER MDCX.

AN ACT TO CONTINUE THE ACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT TO CONTINUE
THE ACT FOR TRANSFERING CERTAIN POWERS, FORMERLY EX-
ERCISED BY THE SUPREME EXBCUTIVE COUNCIL, ALSO BY THE
PRESIDENT OR VICE-PRESIDENT THEREOF, TO THE GOVERNOR OF
THIS COMMONWEALTH.”

[Section I] (Section I, P. L) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted
by the authority of the same, That the act, entitled “An act to
continue the act for transferring certain powers, formerly ex-
ercised by the supreme executive council, also by the president
or vice president thereof, to the governor of this common-
wealth,” in all things therein contained, shall be extended to
the thirtieth day of November next, and from thence until
the end of the next session of the general assembly, and no
longer. {
