LAND COUNTY, PUBLIC HIGHWAYS.

[Section I.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by theauthorityof thesame, Thatfrom andafterthepassing
of this act, Little Lehigh, in Northamptoncounty, shall be a
public highway, from the mouth thereofup to Adam Deshler’s
mill dam.

(SectionII, p. L.) Andbe it furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That it shall and may be lawful
to and for anypersonand persons,to makeand keepopenat
