CHAPTER MDCXXXIV.

AN ACT ERECTING THE TOWNSHIP OF NEWTON, AND PART OF
WEST PENNSBOIbOUGH, IN OUMBERLAN]) COUNTY, INTO A SEP-
ARATE ELECTION DISTRICT.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same, That the township of Newton,
andthat part of WestPennsboroughwhich lies westwardof a
road,knownby the nameof Smith’s road,beginningata point
in the said road in the division line of York andCumberland
counties,thenceby the sameroadto PineGrove furnace,and
from thenceastraight line to SamuelWeakley’s,on theWalnut
bottom,andleavingSmith’s,Browster’sandthe aforesaidSam-
lie! Weakley’~in thedistrict of Carlisle,andfrom thenceby the
said Walnut Bottom road to Smith’s road; thenceby Smith’s
roadto theheadof Mount-rockspring,andfrom thenceby the
sameroad to Atler’s, late Wood’s mill, from thenceby the
sameroad to McClure’s gap, in the north mountain,andcon-
tinuing to the line of Toboin township, shall, from andafter
the passingof this act, be struck off andseparatedfrom the
ñrst andfourth electiondistrictsin the saidcounty of Cumber-
land, and be establishedanderectedinto a separatedistrict,
calledthe fifth electiondistrict, in said countyof Oumberland;
andthat the freemenof the said fifth district, herebyerected,
shall hold their annual electionsat the school housein the
town at Neufville, in Newtontownship aforesaid,andshallbe

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entitled to like privileges, asby the constitutionand laws of
this commonwealtharegrantedto the other districtsof this
commonwealth,anything in the election laws of this stateto
the contraryin anywisenotwithstanding.

Whereasthetimesdirectedby thesupplementto theact, to
which this is a further supplement,for holding the several
courts of commonpleas and generalquartersessionsof the
peacein the fifth circuit, are in many respects,inconvenient:
Forremedywhereof:

[Section l~ (Section1, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by theauthorityof thesame, rj~hatfrom andafterthelast day
of May next, and in everyyearthereafter,the courts of com-
mon pleas,and the courtsof general quartersessionsof the
peace,within thefifth circuit, shallbeheldasfollows, viz., the
said courts for thecountyof Alleghenyon the first Mondays
in themonthsof March, June,Septemberand December;the
said courts, for the county of Westmoreland,on the second
Mondaysin the samemonths;the said courtsfor the county
of Fayette,on the third Mondaysin the samemonths;and the
said courts for the countyof Washington,on the fourth Mon-
daysin thesamemonths,
