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entitled to like privileges, as by the constitution and laws of
this commonwealth are granted to the other districts of this
commonwealth, anything in the election laws of this state to
the contrary in anywise notwithstanding.

CHAPTER MDCXXXYV.

A FURTHER SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT TO
ESTABLISH THE JUDICIAL COURTS OF THIS COMMONWEALTH, IN
CONFORMITY TO THE ALTERATIONS AND AMENDMENTS IN THE

CONSTITUTION.”

Whereas the times directed by the supplement to the act, to
which thig is a further supplement, for holding the several
courts of common pleas and general quarter sessions of the
peace in the fifth circuit, are in many respects, inconvenient:
FFor remedy whereof:

[Section 1.7 (Section I, P. I.) Be it enacted by the Renate
and House of Representatives of the commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted
by the authority of the same, That from and after the last day
of May mnext, and in every year thereafter, the courts of com-
mon pleas, and the courts of general quarter sessions of the
peace, within the fifth circuit, shall be held as follows, viz., the
gaid courts for the county of Allegheny on the first Mondays
in the months of March, June, September and December; the
said courts, for the county of Westmoreland, on the second
Mondays in the same months; the said courts for the county
of Fayette, on the third Mondays in the same months; and the
gaid courts for the county of Washington, on the fourth Mon-
days in the same months. )
