Whereascertaindemands,arisingfrom transactingthebusi-
nessof the lategeneralassemblyandof the late committeeof
safety,remainunpaid.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
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sylvania., in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same, That the governorof this corn-
monwealthbe, andhe is herebyempoweredto draw warrants
on the statetreasurerin favor of the personsfollowing, for
the severalsumsof moneyannexedto their respectivenames,
viz.: To John Fenno, for newspapersfurnishedto the clerk
of the late houseof representatives,andto severalmembers
of the said houseand of the senate,the sum of two pounds
ten shillings to Hall and Sellers,for printing the journals
of the late house of representatives,the sum of twenty-four
poundselevenshillings andsixpence;to MichaelBillmeyer, for
printing the journals of the sa.m•ein the German language,
the sum of one hundredand sixty-one poundsten shillings;
to Daniel Eddy,the sum of thirty-two poundsfifteen shillings;
to JamesBurnside, the sum of fourteenpoundsandten shill-
ings, for transcribinglaws; to ThomasLloyd, for six sets of
the congressionalregister,seventeenpoundsten shillings; to
PeterZacharyLloyd, clerk of the latehouseof representatives,
for a. balancedueto him on accountof incidental expensesof
the said house,dischargedby him, the sum of two hundred
andtwo poundsthreeshillingsandfour pence;which warrants
shallbepaidby thesaidtreasurerout of thefundsappropriated
to defray the expensesof government,andshall be available
to him, in the settlementof his accounts,for the sum or sums
thereinexpressed.

[SectionII.] (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That the governorbe, and he is
hereby,empoweredto draw a warrant on the statetreasurer,

expensesof government.
