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CHAPTER MDCXLIII.

AN ACT FOR THE RELIEF OF JANE COLLINS.

Whereasit hasbeenrepresentedto thelegislature,that prior
to thetwenty-third of April, one thousandsevenhundredand
eighty-eight,JaneCollins, widow, lost a certain certificateof
the funded debt of this state,numberedfive theusandfour
hundred andninety, andissued in favorof RalphCollins, the
latehusbandof thesaid JaneCollins, for the sum of seventy-
eight poundsthirteenshillings and sixpence,beinga balance
due to the said Ralph Collins: And whereasthe comptroller
generalof thecommonwealth,ha~duly certified that no more
thanthe amountof threeyears’ interesthasbeenpaid on the
said certificate, and that the samedoesnot appearto have
beenenteredwith the statetreasurer,or paid into the land
office. Fortherelief, thereof,of the saidJaneCollins:

[SectionI.] (Section1, P. L) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof theCommonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same, That upon sufficient security
beinggiven to the governorby the said JaneCollins, or her
legal representative,te indemnify the commonwealthagainst
a certaincertificateof thefundeddebtof this state,numbered
five thousandfour hundred and ninety, issued in favor of
Ralph Collins, the late husbandof the said JaneOollins, for
the sum of seventy-eightpoundsthirteen shillings and SiX

pence,and on the samebeing duly certified by the secretary
of the commonwealthto the comptroller general, the said
comptrollergeneral shall, and he is hereby, authorizedand
directedto certify, in favor of the said JaneCollins, or her
legal representative,to the statetreasurer,the interestthat
has accrued, and will annualll accrue on the said s~imof
seventy-eightpoundsthirteen shillings and sixpence,which
said certificateof the comptrollergeneral,so madeof the in-
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terestasaforesaid,shall be sufficient authority for the state
treasurer,for thetimebeing,to paythesamerespectivelyto the
said JaneCollins, or her legal representatives;and the said
treasureris hereby enjoined and requiredto pay the same
accordingly.

[SectionII.] (SectionII, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the said interestmoney, so
asaforesaidto be paid to the said JaneCollins, or her legal
representatives,shall asoften asit shallbe so paid,be deemed
and taken,and it is herebydeclaredto be, to the sameuses
as sheheld the said certificate immediately before the loss
thereof; and the said JaneCollins and her legal representa-
tives, who may receivesuchinterestmoney, shall beaccount-
ableto thepersonor persons,respectively,who hadany legal
or equitable interest in the said certificate, for his or their
proportionablepartof suchinterestmoney.

AN ACT FOR EXTEN’DING THE TIME LIMITED BY AN ACT, ENTITLED
“A SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT, ENTITLED ‘AN ACT FOR DIRECTING
THE MODE OF DISTRIBUTING THE DONATION LANDS, PROMISED
TO THE TROOPSOF THIS COMMONWEALTH;” FOR RECEIVING AP-
PLICATIONS FOR LANDS IN LIEU OF THOSE WHICH WERE SUR-
VEYED AND LAID OUT FOR THE OFFICERSAND SOLDIERS OF THE
PENNSYLVANIA LINE, IN THE STATE OF NEW YORK.

Whereasit is representedto the generalassemblythat a
numberof thosepersonswho were entitled to the benefit of
the act,entitled “A supplementto the act, entitled ‘An act
for directing the mode of distributing the donation lands,
promised to the troops of this commonwealth,’“~ passedthe
thirtieth day of September,one thousandsevenhundredand
ninety-one,did not apply on the first day of Decemberlast,
asdirectedby said act;andit is expedientto give furthertime
to said persons.
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
