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CHAPTER MDCL.

AN ACT TO REVIVE CERTAIN POWERS IN THE JUSTICES OF THE
SUPREME COURT, AND TO VEST SIMILAR POWERSIN THE JUDGES
OF THE SEVERAL COffltTS OF COMMON PLEAS IN THIS COMMON-
WEALTHL

Whereasa certain act of generalassemblypassedon the
twenty-eighthday of March, onethousandsevenhundredand
eighty-six, entitled “An act to empowerthe justices of the
supremecourt to supply defectsin the titles to lands~oc-
casionedby the lossof deedsorwritings respectingthe same,
or wherethey havebeendefacedor renderedillegible by time
or accident,”1hasexpiredby its own limitation: And whereas
the said act hasbeenfound beneficial, and a revival of the
severalprovisions thereof, with an extensionof the powers
therein mentionedto the several courts of common pleas,
cannotfail to prove advantageousto theinterests,and con-
duciveto the convenience,of the inhabitantsof the common-
wealth:Therefore:

[SectionL]. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof flepresentativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,that the act, entitled “An act
to empowerthejusticesof the supremecourt to supply defects
in the titles to lands, occasionedby thelossof deedsor writ-
ings respectingthesame,or wheretheyhave beendefacedby
time or accident,” and everyclause,matterand thing therein
contained,exceptingonly the fifth sectionthereof, is hereby
revivedin asfull andamplea manner,asif thesamewasherein
and herebyparticularly mentioned,set forth and re-enacted.

[SectionII.] ( SectionII, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid, That from and afterthe passing
of this act, the judgesof the severalcourts of commonpleas
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within this commonwealth,shallhave,useandexercise,within
their respectivecounties,all and every the powers,which in
the said recited act werevested,and by this act arerevived
in thejusticesof thesupremecourt, andshall, in all respects,
proceedin a like mannertouching the same,excepting,only,
that the advertisementsof notice in any suchproceedingbe-
fore any of the said courtsof commonpleas,shallbe in such
public newspaperas may be publishednearestto the court
houseof suchcounty, aswell asin someof the public news-
papersof thecity of Philadelphia,andthat the costsin such
proceedingsshall be taxed by the said court, or one of the
judges thereof, agreeablyto the rate of fees allowed for
similar servicesin the samecourt, or as nearlyso as circum-
stanceswill admit.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIII, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by theauthority aforesaid,That the recordsand proceedings
madeand had in -the court of common pleasaforesaid,or a
copythereof,authenticatedunderthehandof theprothonotary
andthesealof thecourt, mayandshall,atall timesthereafter,
be read upon any trial or controversyrespectingthe lands,
tenements,hereditamentsor possessionsdescribed or men-
tionedin suchbill or petition,andshallbe takenandallowed
as good and sufficient evidenceof the facts so decreedand
established,any law, usageor customto thecontrarynotwitli-
standing.
