of this act, the freemenof the fifth district in the countyof
Bedford, shall meet and hold their annual election at the
housenow occupiedby JohnShoff, in Milford township,in the
county aforesaid,any former law to the contraryin anywise
notwithstanding.

CHAPTER MDCL1I.

A SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT TO SECURE THE
PERSONSEMPLOYED IN THE BUILDING AND FITTING SHIPS AND
VESSELS FOR SEA, BY MAKING THE BODY, TACKLE, APPAREL AND
FURNITURE OF SUCH SHIPS AND VESSELS, LIABLE TO PAY THE
SEVERAL TRADESMEN EMPLOYED IN BUILDING AND FITTING
THEM, FOR THEIR WORK AND MATERIALS.”

Whereasin andby anactof the generalassemblyofthis com-
monwealth,passedthe twenty-seventhday of March, in the
yearof ourLord, onethousandsevenhundredandeighty-four,
entitled“An actto securethepersonsemployedin thebuilding
andfitting shipsandvesselsfor sea,by makingthebody, tackle,
apparelandfurniture of suchshipsandvessels,liable to pay
the severaltradesmenemployedin building andfitting them,
for their work and materials,”1a sufficientand ampleremedy
was providedfor such,tradesmenin the court of admiraltyof
this commonwealth,a.nd experiencehasprovedthe necessity
of suchremedy; and whereasthe court of admiralty of this
commonwealthno longer exists,and the said act cannotnow
be carriedinto effect in any of the courts of this state,or of
the UnitedStates:

{Section I.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedby
theSenateandHouseof Representativesof theCommonwealth.
of Pennsylvania,in general Assemblymet, and it is hereby
enactedby the authorityof thesame, Thatthelibel authorized
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by thethird sectionof the act,entitled “An actto securethe
personsemployedin thebuilding andfitting shipsand vessels
for sea, by making the body, tackle, apparel and fur-
nitureof suchshipsandvessels,liable to pay theseveraltrades-
men employed in building and fitting them, for their work
and materials,”2 passedthe twenty-eighthday of March, in
theyearof ourLord, onethousandsevenhundredand eighty-
four, to be filed in the court of admiraltyof this state,may
he filed in theoffice of the prothonotaryof the court of com-
mon pleasof and for the countywherein the causeof action
hatharisen,or shall arise,or in any othercountywithin this
state,in all casesby the said act providedfor, and thereupon
suchprothonotar-yshallcauseto be issuedawrit, in thenature
of a writ of attachment,to bedevisedby thepresidentof such
court, andto bedirectedto the sheriff of thecounty,command-
ing him to arrest,attachand detain suchship or vessel,her
tackle,apparelandfurniture, to answerthecomplaint~in such
libel ‘to be contained,and thereuponthe processand proceed.
ings shall be suchandthe same,and the said court of com-
mon pleasshallbe, andis hereby,authorizedto takethe same
stipulation,andto pronouncethe sameinterlocutoryand final
sentence,decreeand judgmentupon time said libel, and upon
any petition of other person or personsconcerned, and to
enforcethe same,by any writ or writs or other compulsory
process,to he devisedby thepresidentof suehcourt, in like
manner,varying the forms asmuch as shall he proper,as in
and by theactof the generalassembly,to which this is a. sup-
plement,the said court of admiralty was authorizedto pro-
ceedin like cases. Providedalways,nevertheless,Thatwhere,
in any of the casesoccurringunderthe said act or this act,
questionsof fact shall arise, an issue or issuesbe joined by
theparties,their attorneysor counsel,under the direction of
the court, and shallbe triedby a jury of the countyforthwith,
as in suchcourts is usual and customaryin other disputed
facts, unlessthe partiesshall agree to refer the mattersin
varianceby rule of court, asusual in othercasesin the said
courts.
