CHAPTERI~1DOXO.

AN AGT TO PROVIDE FOR THE ACCOMIvIOflA.TION OF THE OONORESS
OF THE UNITED STATES.

Whereasit is found that thebuilding at presentoccupiedby
thecongressof theUnited Stateswill not be sufficiently large
for theiraccommodation,in consequenceof the representation
from the different stateshavingbecomeenlargedby thelate
enumerationof theinhabitantsof thesaidstates.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P.L.) Be it thereforeenactedby the
Senateand Houseof Representativesof the Oommouwealthof
Pennsylvania,in GeneralAssembly met, and it is hereby
enactedby theauthorityof thesame,Thatthesumof six thou-
sandsix hundredand sixty-six dollarsand sixty-sevencents,
begrantedto thecommissionersof the countyof Philadelphia,
to be taken.out of the aggregatefund, for the purposeof en-
largingthebuilding at presentoccupiedby thetwo housesof
the congressof the United States,and that so much of the
groundof thestatehousesquare,asmay be requisitefor this
purpose,begrantedto thesaid commissionersfor thepurpose
aforesaid;providedthe quantity do not exceedforty feet in
depthon Sixth street,commensuratewith thewidth of thesaid
building:

Provided,however,Thatthecommissioners,aforesaid,shall
preparein theroom of thesenateof theUnited States,a gal-
lery calculatedfor the admissionof the citizensof theUnited

AN ACT FOR THE RELIEF OF FLEMING WILSON.

WhereasFleming Wilson, of Northumberlandcounty, has
representedto this house,that a tract of land, now his prop-
erty, wasmortgagedby John Stevens,the original granteeof
the said tract, to thetrusteesof th.eloan office, erectedin the
yearone thousandseven hundredand seventy-three,subse-
quentto thetransferof thesaidtract by thesaidJohnStevens
to CorneliusVincent and SamuelGould, from whom the said
Fleming Wilson deriveshis title, and that the said Fleming
Wilson at the time he purchasedthe said tract was unac-
quaintedwith themortgageaforesaid.

[SectionI.] (SeceionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania,in General Assembly met, and it is hereby
enactedby theauthorityof thesame,Thatno furtherproceed-
ings be hadagainstFlemingWilson on accountof a debtdue
to the commonwealth,upona mortgagegivenby JohnStevens
to thetrusteesof theloan office, erectedin onethousandseven
hundredandseventy-three,for thetermof threeyearsfrom and
afterthepassingof thisact.

Provided,nevertheless,That he pay the sum or sums of
moneyby him due,with the costs accruingthereon,in three
equalandyearlypayments,thefirst paymentto.beon orbefo~re
thefirst da.y of Januarynext.
