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CHAPTF�R MDCCII.

AN ACT TO SUSPEND FOR A LIMITED TIME SO MUCH OF THE AGT,
ENTITLED “AN ACT TO REGULATE THE ASSIZE OF BREAD A~D
FOR OTHERPURPOSESTHEREIN MENTIONED,” ASREL~4~TE9TO THIE
ASSIZE OF BREAD.

Whereasin and by an act of the generaaassemblyof the
late province of Pennsylvania,entitled “An act to regulate
theassizeof bread,andfor otherpurposesthereinmentioned,”1

passedon the eighteenthday of March, one thousandseven
hundredand seventy-five,the magistratesand justices of the
peaceof the said provincewere authorizedand requiredto
set,ascertainandappointwithin their respectivejurisdictions,
the assizeand weight of severalsortsof bread,accordingto
a table therein set forth. And whereasdoubtshave arisen
whetherthe samedoesnot infringe the equality of rights es-
tablishedby the constitutionof this commonwealth: There-
fore:

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P.L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyen-
actedby theauthority of thesame, Thatso much of the said
aboverecitedactasrelatesto the assizeandweight of bread,
and no more, shall be and the sameis herebysuspendedLor
and during the term of two yearsfrom andafter thepassing
of thisact.

(SectionII, P. L.) And whereasit is just, reasonableand
necessarythat the poor and indig’ent part of the community,
aswell asotherpersons,~bou1dbe fully informedof theweight
or juantity of thebreadwlii ch theyareaboutto purchase,and
betruly guardedagainstimposition.

[SectionII.] Be it enactedby theauthority aforesaid,That
during the term of suspensionaforesaid,all loavesof bread
madefor saleshallbeof oneor otherof theweightsfollowing,
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that is to. say; of half a. pound,of onepound, of two pounds~,
of fourpoundsor of six pounds,avoirdupoisweight, andthat
eachof thesaidloavesshallbemarkedwith a figureorfigures,
not less thanone inch in length, impressedon the top of the
loaf to expresstheweightthereof.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIII, P.L.) And beit furtherenacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatif anypersonor personswhat-
ever shall, during the continuanceof this act,makefor sale,
sell or exposeto sale,any loaf of breadwhich. shall not beof
oneor otherof theweightsaforesaid,or not marked with a
figure or figuresin the mannerhereinbeforeenacted,it shall
and maybe lawful for the clerks of the marketto. seizethe
same,and in everysuchseizureto proceedin the mannercli-
rectedby theact herebysuspendedin caseof seizure.

CHAPTER MDCOIIT.

AN ACT TO ANNEX THE TOWNSHIP OF LEPrERKENNY, IN THE
COUNTY OF FRANKLIN, TO THE FIFTH ELECTION DISTRICT, AND
TO CHANGE THE PLACE OF HOLDING THE ANNUAL ELECTIONS OF
SAID DISTRICT, AND TO UNITE PART OF SOUTHAMPTONTOWNSHIP
TO THE FIRST DISTRICT.

[Section I.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyen-
actedby the authority of thesante, That from andafterthe
passingof this act,thetownship of Letterkenny,in thecounty
of Franklin, shallbe annexedto that partof thefifth election
district., consistingof Lurgantownshipandthat partof South-
amiptonlaying west of the greatroadleadingfrom Shippens-
burghto JamesFinley’s, calledLondonRoad;and.the freemen
of the said fifth district shall meet, to hold their annualelec-
