AN ACT TO REPEAL PART OF AN ACT, ENTITLED, ~‘AN ACT FOR REGU-

LATING, PITCHING, PAVING AND CLEANSING THE HIGH WAYS,

STREETS, LANES AND ALLEYS, AND FOR REGULATING, MAKING AND
AMENDING THE WATER COURSES AND COMMON SEWEItS, WITHIN

THE INHABITED AND SETTLED PARTS OF THE CITY OF PHILADELPHIA,

FOR RAISING OF MONEY TO DEFRAY THE EXPENSES THEREOF, AND

FOR OTHER PURPOSESTHEREIN MENTIONED.’ ‘~

Whereastheinhabitantsof theNorthernLibertiesof thecity
of Philadelphia,thedistrictof Southwark,andthetownshipsof
Moyamensingand Passyunk,and inhabitantsof the city of
Philadelphia,holding or possessinglandswithin the said dis-
trict andtownships,aremuchaggrievedby therestrictionslaid
on the transportationof produceandmanurefrom or to their
respectivepossessions,on or over the pavedpartsof the said
city, by an act, entitled, “An actfor regulating,pitching, pav-
ing and cleansingthe highways,streets,lanesand alleys,and
for regulating, making and amendingthe water coursesana
common sewerswithin the inhabitedand settledparts of the
city of Philadelphia,for raisingof money to defray the ex-
pensesthereof, and for other purposestherein mentioned,”
passedthe eighteenthday of February,one thousandseven
hundredand sixty-nine.1 Therefore:

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P.L.) Be it enactedby theSenate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
theauthorityof thesame,That somuch of theactaforesaid,as
debarsor preventsany personor personsresidingwithin the
NorthernLiberties of the city of Philadelphia,the district of
Southwark,the townshipsof Moyamensingand Passyunk,or
within the city of Philadelphia,holding or possessinglands
within thesaiddistrictsortownships,from transportingin his,
her or their wagons,wains or carts,for his, her or their own
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properuse,any mattersor things whatsoever,on or through
anyof thepavedpartsof thesaidcity, unlessthefellies of the
wheelsof suchwagonsor cartsbe of certaindimensions,and
the loadsthereondo not exceeda certainweight, be, andthe
sameis hereby,repealed.

CHAPTERMMLVIII.

AN ACT FOR INCORPORATING THE CONGREGATION OF THE PROTBBTA~T

EPISCOPAL CHURCH OF ST. JOHN, IN WEST CALN, IN THE COUNTY
OF CHESTER, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSESTHEREIN MENTIONED.

Whereasit hasbeenrepresented,by theminister, vestryand
congregationof St. John’s, in West Cain township, in the
countyof Chester,that by virtue of anactof assembly,passed
thetwenty-eighthday of November,one thousandsevenhun-
dredandeighty-five,certaintrustees,thereinnamed,wereem-
poweredto sell and convey certain lands belonging to said
church,and themoney arising therefromto placeat interest,
for theuseof the saidchurch,andthat, in consequenceof the
deathof some of the trustees,andby meansof othermoney
belongingto thesaideongr~gationandnotunderthecareof any
particularperson,greatinconvenienceshavearisen,and pray-
ing thatthesamemightberemediedby incorporatingtheafore-
saidminister,vestryandcongregation.Therefore:
