CHAPTER MMLVIII.

AN ACT FOR INCORPORATING THE CONGREGATION OF THE PROTEBTA~T
EPISCOPAL CHURCH OF ST. JOHN, IN WEST CALN, IN THE COUNTY

OF CHESTER, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSESTHEREIN MENTIONED.

Whereasit hasbeenrepresented,by theminister, vestryand
congregationof St. John’s, in West Cain township, in the
countyof Chester,that by virtue of anactof assembly,passed
thetwenty-eighthday of November,one thousandsevenhun-
dredandeighty-five,certaintrustees,thereinnamed,wereem-
poweredto sell and convey certain lands belonging to said
church,and themoney arising therefromto placeat interest,
for theuseof the saidchurch,andthat, in consequenceof the
deathof some of the trustees,andby meansof othermoney
belongingto thesaidcongregationandnotunderthecareof any
particularperson,greatinconvenienceshavearisen,and pray-
ing thatthesamemightberemediedby incorporatingtheafore-
saidminister,vestryandcongregation.Therefore:

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P.L.) Be it enactedby theSenate
and}I~useof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
theauthorityof the same,ThattheReverendJosephClarkson,
minister of thesaid church,Archibald Henderson,junior, and
JamesDunlap, thepresentwardens,andJermanDavis, John
Anderson,JamesLytle, Matthew Henderson,Archibald Hen-
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derson,John Hopkins, Daniel Buckley, JohnWilson, Leonard
Elmaker,JamesClemson,ChristopherGriffith and JamesHen-
derson,presentvestrymenof the said church,and their succes-
sors, duly electedand nominatedin their placeand stead,be,
and they are hereby,madeand constituteda corporation and
body politic, in law and in fact, to havecontinuanceforever, by
the nameand title of “The minister,churchwardensandvestry-
men of St. John’s church, in the township of West Cain, in the
countyof Chester.”

[SectionII.] (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the said minister, churchwar-
densand vestrynieu,andtheir successors,by thenameandtitle
aforesaid,shall foreverhereafterbe personsable and capable
in law to purchase,hare,receive,take, hold and enjoy, in fee
simple, or of any lesserestateor estates,any lands, tenements,
rents, annuities,liberties, franchisesand other hereditaments,
by thegift, grant,bargain,sale,alienation,enfeoffment,release,
confirmationor devise of any personor persons,bodiespolitic
or corporate,capableto makethe same,and further, that the
saidcorporationmaytakeandreceiveanysumor sumsof money,
and any kind, manneror proportionof goodsandchattels,that
shallbe givenor bequeathedto thesaidminister,cliurchwardens
and vestrymen,and their successors,by anypersonor persons,
bodiespolitic and corporate,capableto make a gift or bequest
thereof; such money,goodsand chattels,to be applied by theiti
to the purpo~esof their incorporation.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIII, P. L.) And beit furtherenacted
by the authorityaforesaid,Thattherents,revenues,profits and
interestof the said churchand corporationshall, by the sa~i
minister, churchwardeiisand vestrymen,and their successors,
from time to time, be appropriatedfor the support and main-
tenanceof the inhuister of the said church,for salariesto their
clerk andsexton,exceptwhen therebe an agreementmadewith
theministerfor a lesssumthantheannualincome, and for im-
provementsand necessaryrepairsof the said church, burial-
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ground,churchyard,parsonagelmouseandothertenements,which
do now, or hereaftermay or shall, belong to said church and
corporation,andto no otheruseor purposewhatsoever.

[SectionIV.] (SectionIV, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the saidminister, cburchwar-
densandvestrymen,and their successors,shall and may grant,
alien, or otherwisedisposeof any niessuages,houses,lands,tene-
mentsand hereditaments,other than the site of the houseof
public worship or church aforesaid,and the burialground or
groundswhich theydo nowor mayhereafterpossess,asto them
may seemmeetand proper.

[SectionV.] (Section.V, P.L.) Providedalways,And be it
furtherenactedby theauthority aforesaid,Thatin the disposal,
sale or alienationof such messuages,houses,lands, tenements
andhereditaments,the coi~seutandconcurrenceof two-thirds of
the vestry shallbehadandobtained;and also, themoneysaris-
ing from the said disposalor sale shallbe appropriatedto the
purchaseand procuring other more convenient messuages,
houses,lands or tenements,asthe aforesaidmajority of vestry
maydeemproperandexpedient,andto no otherpurposeor pur-
po~eswhatsoever.

[SectionVi.] (SectionVI, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the said minister, churchwar-
densandvestrymen,andtheir successors,or a majority of them,
shall and may convene,from time to time, to make rules, by-
lawsandordinances,andto transacteverythingrequisitefor the
good governmentand supportof time said church. Providedal-
ways,That thesaid rules, by-laws amid ordinanceshe not repug-
nantto thelawsandstatutesin forcewithin thiscommonwealth.

[SeetionVII.] (Section VII, P. L.) And be it further
enactedby the authority aforesaid, That the said minister,
churchwardei~sand vestrymenshall have full power and au-
thority to make,haveanduseone commonseal,with deviceor
devicesand inscription, as they shall think propcr, and the
sameto change,break,alter and renew at their pleasure.

[Se~tiouVIII.] (Section VIII, P. L.) And be it further
enactedby the authority aforesaid,That time said minister,
churchwardensand vestrymen,andtheirsuccessors,by thename
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beforementioned,shall be ableandcapablein law to sueandbe
sued,pleadand be impleaded,in anycourt or courts,beforeany
judge or judges, justice or justices, in all and all mannerof
suits, complaints,causes,matters arid demandsof whatsoever
kind, natureor form theybe,andall andevery othermatterand
thing thereinto do, in as full and effectuala manneras any
otherpersonor persons,bodiespolitic or corporate,in thiscorn-
nionwealth,in the like casesmay or can do.

[SectionIX.] (SectionIX, P.L.) Andbeit further~nacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the vestry of the said church
shallalwaysconsistof fourteenpersons,membersof saidchurch,
of which numberthe chureliwardeusareto be alwaystwo; and
that the electionof suchvestry shall be madeevery year, on.
Easter~onday, by a majority of such members of the said
church,asshall appearby thevestrybooksto be contributorsto
the support and maintenanceof the said church, having and
paying for a pew,or part of a pew sufficient for one personat
least,and to l~eof the ageof twenty-oneyears,who only shall
havea right to votefor thevestrymenof saidchurch.

[SectionX.] (SectionX, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authorityaforesaid,Thatthesaidvestry, so elected,shall
have full power to electand chooseannually, and every year,
two of their number to be churchwardens,and one treasurer,
of the said church. Providedalways, Thatin caseof the death
or removal of the minister of the said church, from the death
or removal of such minister, and until anothershall be duly
appointedandapprovedfor the said church,the churchwarden,
for thetime being,with theconsentof themajorpartof theyes-
trymnen,shall havethe samepowerandauthority relatingto the
disposal of the rents and revenuesof the said corporation,as
is hereinbefore vestedin theminister,churchwarden~andvestry-
men.

[SectionXL] (SectionXI, P.L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the clear yearly value of the
mnessuages,houses,lands, tenements,rents, annuities,or other
hereditamentsandreal estateof the said corporation,shall not
exceedthe sum of four thousanddollars.
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[SectionXII.] (Section.XII, P. L.) And 1~eit further
enactedby theauthority aforesaid,That the trusteesappointed
by virtueof theactreferredto in thepreambleof this act, their
successors,executorsandadministrators,shall assignandtrans-
fer all bonds,specialities,mortgagesandothersecurities,of what
naturesoever,taken in trust and for the useof thç aforesaid
~óngregationand church,and deliver over all sumsof moneyin
their or either of theirpossessions,belongingto the saidchurch,
unto the corporation herebycreated;and the said corporation
‘to havefull powersto demand,suefor andreceivethesame;and
so much of the aforesaidact as relatesto the appointmentof
~trustees,andvestingpowers in the same,is herebyrepealed.

CHAPTER MMLIX:

.~TACT TO PROVIDE FOR REPAIRING THE BUILDINGS APPROPRIATED
FOR THE EMPLOYMENT OF THE CRIMINALS FROM THE SEVERAL
COUNTIES OF THIS STATE, IN THE CITY OF PHILADELPHIA.

[SectionI.] (Section.I, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in. GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
theauthority of thesame,Thatthegovernorbe, andhe is here-
by, authorizedto draw his warranton thetreasurerof this com-
monwealth,in favor of the [treasurerof the] boardof inspec-
tors of the prison of Philadelphia,for suchsum, not exceeding
four thousandfive hundreddollars,to be by the said board of
inspectorsappropriatedto the purposeof repairing the build-
ings destroyedby fire in theprisonyard,usedfor theemployment
ot criminals in the city of Philadelphia,asmay be necessary;
andthe boardof inspectorsshall settle their accountswith the
‘registerand comptroller-general,assoon asthe repairsof said
buildingsare completed.
