[Section1.3 (SectionI P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssembly met, andit is herebyenactedby
the authorityof the same5Thatthe act,entitled, “Au act to es-
tablish a board of wai’dens for the port of PhIladelphia,and
for otherpurposestherein mentioned,”pas~edthe eleventhday
of April, oiie thousandsevenhundredand ninety-three,1except-
ing only the twenty-fifth, twenty-seventhand thirty-fifth sec-
tions, and so much of the thirty-first sectionthereofas limits
the compensationof themasterwarden,and that [of 3 theclerk
of the boardof wardensbe, and the sameis hereby,continued
andmadeperpetual;and that the act, entitled, “A further sup-
plementto the act to establisha boardof wardensfor theport
of Philadelphia,and for other purposestherein mentioned,”2

CHAPTER MMLXVII.

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE PAYMENT OF A SMALL CORPS OF
MILITIA, STATIONED AT GREENSBURG, IN THE YEAR ONE THOU-
SAND SEVEN HUNDRED AND NINETY-FOUR.

Whereasit bath beenrepresentedto the legislature,by the
petition of a numberof the inhabitantsof the town of Greens-
burg,and its vicinity, in the countyof Westinoreland,that an
armedforce hadthreatenedan attackon the saidtown, andthe
vicinity thereof,during the insurrectionin theyear one thous-
and sevenhundredandninety-four,in consequenceof which the
petitionersand others requestedGeneralWilliam Jackto call
a small corpsof militia to supportthelaws,and to preservethe
tranquility of the said town, andthe neighborhoodthereof,for
thepaymentof which companythepetitionersandothersbecame
responsible,if not paidby government. Therefore:

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted.by
theauthorityof thesame,That the governorbe empowered,and
heis herebydirected,to drawanorderon thetreasurerof West-
morelandcounty, in favor of GeneralWilliam Jack,for thepur-
poseof paying the expenseswhich accruedby the raising and
victualing said company,the sum of threehundredand twenty-
six dollars; which Sum the treasurerof Westmorelandcounty
is herebydirected,to payout of any moneysthat may comeinto
his hands,due from said countyto this state.
