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surplusmoney which may be in their hands belonging to the
countyaforesaid,if the sumsof moneyheretoforeassessedand
raisedareinsufficientto completethecourthouseandprison,and
build the offices for the safe keeping the records of the said
county,it shall and may be lawful for the commissionersof the
said county, and they are hereby authorizedand directedto
assess,levy and collect suchfurthersum or sumsof money,not
exceedingfifteen hundreddollars, on the county aforesaid,as
they, or a majority of them, may think expedient,to be raised
for completingthepublic buildingaforesaid,in thesamemanner
ascountyratesandleviesaredirectedto beleviedandcollected.
Provided always, That not more thansevenhundredand fifty
dollarsof theaforesaidsumshallbecollectedwithin thespaceof
anyoneyear.

CHAPTER MMXCIX.

AN ACT TO PROLONGTHE TIME FOR COMMENCING AND COMPLETING
THE PERMANENT BRIDGE PROPOSEDTO BE ERECTED OVER THE
RIVER SCHITYLKILL, AT OR NEAR PHILADELPHIA.

Whereas“the president,directorsandcompanyfor erectinga
permanentbridge over the river Schnylkill, at or nearPhila-
delphia,” havebeenhitherto unableto obtain a sufficient num-
berof subscriptionsto the stock of that company,to encourage
themto begin theusefulundertakingfor which they wereincor-
porated,and it beingproperthat farther time shouldbeallowed
for the commencementand completion of a work so necessary
and beneficial to thepublic:

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
theauthorityof thesame,Thata farthertime of two years,from
andafterthe twenty-seventhday of April next, be, andthesame
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is hereby,grantedto the companyincorporatedon thetwenty-
seventhdayof April, in theyearof ourLord onethousandseven
hundredand ninety-eight,by the nameandstyle of “The Presi-
dent, Directorsand Companyfor erectinga permanentbridge
over the river Schuylkill,” to commence,and the term of five
yearsfrom andafterthepassingof this act,to completetheerec-
tion of the saidbridge;andif thesaidcompanyshallnot proceed
to carryon thesaidwork within the said termof two years,and
completethe samewithin the said termof five years,in this act
grantedandmentioned,it shalland niay be lawful for thelegis-
lature of this commonwealthto resunie all and singular the
rights, libertiesandprivilegesgrantedto thesaidcompanyby vir-
tueof an act,entitled, “An actto authorizethegovernorof this
commonwealthto incorporatea companyfor erectinga perma-
nentbridgeover theriver Schuylkill, ator nearthecity of Phila-
delphia.”1

and House of Representativesof the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That the governor of this common-
wealthbe, andhe is hereby,authorizedand directedto subscribe
for onethousandcopiesof an abridgmentof thelawsof Pennsyl-
vania,proposedto be publishedby Colhinsoii Read,at the rateof
four dollars for eachcopy, to be neatly and correctlyprintedin
one volume octavo,well boundand lettered; aiid that the said
