tion of the saidbridge;andif thesaidcompanyshallnot proceed
to carryon thesaidwork within the said termof two years,and
completethe samewithin the said termof five years,in this act
grantedandmentioned,it shalland niay be lawful for thelegis-
lature of this commonwealthto resunie all and singular the
rights, libertiesandprivilegesgrantedto thesaidcompanyby vir-
tueof an act,entitled, “An actto authorizethegovernorof this
commonwealthto incorporatea companyfor erectinga perma-
nentbridgeover theriver Schuylkill, ator nearthecity of Phila-
delphia.”1

CHAPTER M1\1C.

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE GOVERNOR TO SUBSCRIBE FOR A CER-
TAIN NUMBER OF COPIES OF AN ABRIDGMENT OF THE LAWS OF
THIS COMMONWEALTH.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That the governor of this common-
wealthbe, andhe is hereby,authorizedand directedto subscribe
for onethousandcopiesof an abridgmentof thelawsof Pennsyl-
vania,proposedto be publishedby CollinsonRead,at the rateof
four dollars for eachcopy, to be neatly and correctlyprintedin
one volume octavo,well boundand lettered; and that the said
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abridgment,having first receivedthe approbationof the judges
of thesupremecourt,shallbe admittedin evidencein theseveral
courtsof justice in this commonwealth. Provided, That no
moneysshallbepaidon theabovesubscription,until thework is
completed,anddepositedin theoffice of thesecretaryof thecom-
monwealth.

[SectionII.] (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by theauthiorityaforesaid,Thatthe governorbe, andheis here-
by, directedto require good and sufficient security from said
Colhinson Read, for the faithiful performanceof his engage-
ments.

CHAPTER MMCI.

AN ACT PRESCRIBING A MODE TO ELECT OR APPOINT ASSESSORS
AND ASSISTANT ASSESSORS, WITHIN THE SEVERAL TOWNSHIPS
IN THE COUNTY OF WESTMORELAND, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES
THEREIN MENTIONED.

Whereasit is directedby thefourth sectionof theact,entitled,
“Au act to raiseand collect county rates and levies,” passed
April the eleventh,onethousandsevenhundredand ninety-nine,
that the citizensof everyward, townshipanddistrict within the
city of Philadelphia,and the severalcountiesof this coinuioii-
wealth,shalh,on thesamedayasinspectorsfor thegeneralelec-
tionsareto be chosen,annuallyelectonecitizento he anassessor,
aiid in the yearone thousandeight hiiimhred and one, and every
third year folhowiuug, two othercitizensto be assistantassessors.
And whereasthe citizens iii the severaltownshipsof Westmore-
land coi~ntydid, previous to the late ehection,when inspectors
were chosen,neglectto electassessors,aswell asunderthelate
lawswhiehuwerein forceprior to thepassingof theactaforesaid,
neglectto choosethe assessorsand assistantswhich were hi-
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
