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than that alreadyallowedby law in suchcases,exceptingonly
the allowancefor makingand setting up the lists hereinafter
mentioned;which allowance, with the chargesattending the
enumeration,shall be paidout of the countystockof the respec-
tive counties.

[SectionV.] (SectionV, P. L) And be it further enacted
‘by theauthorityaforesaid,Thateachassessor,or assistant,shall,
twentydayspreviousto his makinghis return to the saidcom-
missioners,causea correct alphabeticallist, signedby himself,
containingthe namesand surnamesof the taxableinhabitants,
togetherwith their severaloccupations,actuallyresidingwithin
his township, town, ward or district, to be set up at five of the
mostpublic placeswithin thesame,for theinspectionof all con-
cerned;for eachof which lists so setup, heshallbeentitled to
receivethesumof one dollar.

[SectionVI.] (SectionVI, P.L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authorityaforesaid,Thateachand everyassessor,or as-
:sistantassessor,who shallwilfully ornegligentlyfail in perform-
ing thedutiesenjoineduponthem by this act,or, undercolor of
performingsuchduties,shallmakea falsereturnto thecomniis-
sioners,heshall forfeit andpaythesum of onehundreddollars,
to be recoveredandappliedagreeablyto theprovision contained
in the secondsectionof this act.

[SectionVII.] (SectionVII, P. L.) And beit furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That no prosecutionfor any delin-
•quencyor offenceagainstthis act, shallbe broughtaftertwelve
monthsfrom andafterthecausethereofshallhavehappened.

appointappraisersin eachtownship in thecountiesof Bedford~
Icorthumberland,Westmoreland,WashingtonandFayette,and
to encouragetheraisingof swine,” passedthetwenty-seventhday
of March, one thousandsevenhundredand eighty-four,’ be, and
thesameis hereby,repealed,sofar asthe samerespects,and is.
in forcein, thecountyof Northumberland,agreeablyto thenow
limits of the saidcounty.

CHAPTERMMCXXI.

AN ACT TO REVIVE AND AMEND AN ACT, ENTITLED, “AN ACT To.
ENABLE THE GOVERNOR OF THIS COMMONWEALTH TO INCOR-
PORATE A COMPANY, FOR THE PURPOSEOF PROMOTING THE CUL-
TIVATION OF VINES, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSESTHEREIN MEN—
TIONED.”

Whereasit hath beenrepresentedto the legislatureof this.
commonwealth,that asufficientnumberof sharesof thestock of
the intendedcompanyfor promoting the cultivation of vines,
to entitle the subscribersto a charterof incorporation,hasnot
yetbeensubscribed,andthat they havenot beenableto proceed
to the plantingand cultivation thereof,by reasonof which they
haveceasedto beentitled to therights and privilegesoriginally
intendedto be grantedto them. Therefore:
