A FURTHER SUPPLEMENTTO THE ACT, ENTITLED, “AN ACT TO ES-

andHouse of Representativesof the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
theauthorityof the same,That thecourtsof quartersessionsof
the peacein the countiesof Chester,Lancaster,York, Adams,
Dauphin,NorthumberlandandLycoming, shall l)e heldandcon-
tinue during the first threedaysof the week appointedby law
for holding of courts in the said countiesrespectively,andno
longer.

(SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That this actshall continuein force
until the first day of March, Anno Domini one thousandeight
hundredandtwo, andno longer.
