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for everysuchoffence,a finenot exceedingtwo hundred,norless
thanonehundreddollars,atthediscretionof thecourt,who shall
order so muchof the saiddam to be abatedby the supervisors
of the highways of the adjoining township, as shall bring the
samewithin the limitations and provisions of this act, at the
cost of thepersonso convicted.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
theauthorityof thesame,That, from andafterthepassingof this
act,the townshipsof Cumberland,FranklinandMannallen,and
thosepartsof Strabanetownship,on the westof a road leading
from Shriver’s mill, to George Lashel’s and Hunter’s town,
thencedowntheBeaver-damto the Conewago,areherebyerected
into an electiondistrict, to be called the first electiondistrict;
and theelectorsthereofshall hold their electionsat the court-
housein Gettysburg.

[SectionII.] (SectionII, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authorityaforesaid,Thatthetownship of Mountjoy and
Germany,and thoseparts of the townshipsof Heidelbergand
Manheimwithin the limits of the county of Adams,arehereby
erectedinto an electiondistrict, to be calledthesecondelection
district; andtheelectorsthereofshallhold their electionsat the
housenow occupiedby JacobWinrott, in thetown of Petersburg
in thetownshipof Germany.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIII, P.L.) Andbe it furtherenacted
by the authorityaforesaid,That the townshipsof Berwick and
Mount Pleasant,and thoseparts of Strabanetownship,on the
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eastside of theroad leading from Schriver’s mill, to George
Lashel’sandHunter’stown, thencedowntheBeaverclamto the
Cenewagoasaforesaid,are herebyerectedinto an electiondis-
trict, to be called the third election district; and the electors
thereofshall hold their electionsat the housenow occupiedby
William Sturgeon,in Oxford town.

[SectionIV.] (SectionIV, P.L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,Thatthe township of Tyrone, and
thosepartsof thetownshipsof Huntingdon,Monaghan,Reading
andWarringtonincludedwithin saidcounty,areherebyerected
into an electiondistrict, to be calledthe fourth electiondistrict;
and the electorsthereofshall hold their electionsat the house
now occupiedby JohnFickes,in Huntingdontownship.

[SectionV.] (SectionV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the townshipsof Hamilton’s
banand Liberty, areherebyerectedinto an electiondistrict, to
be calledthefifth electiondistrict; andthe electorsthereofshall
hold their electionsat the housenow occupiedby JohnM’Gin-
hey, in Miller’s town.

(SectionI, P.L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That, from andafter thepassingof
this act,~Teshanockcreek, in the county of Mercer, from its
mouth,whereit emptiesinto the Shenango,up to the junction
of Otter creekand Mill creek, shall be, and the sameis hereby,
declaredto bea public highwayfor thepassageof boatsandrafts
