CHAPTER MMCLXXII.

AN ACT TO REPEAL SO MUCH OF AN ACT, ENTITLED, “AN ACT AU~
THORIZING CERTAIN LOTTERIES,” AS EMPOWERS THE COMMIS-
SIONERSTHEREIN NAMED TO RAISE A SUM OF MONEY, FORERECT-
ING PIERS FOR SECURING THE BANKS OF THE ALLEGHENY AND
MONONGJLHELA RIVERS AT PITTSBURG-.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
theauthorityof thesame,Thatit shallandmaybelawful for the
commissionersappointedby thethird sectionof an act,entitled,
“An act authorizingcertainlotteries,” passedthe sixteenthday
of March, one thousandsevenhundredand ninety-eight,1and
theyareherebyauthorizedandrequiredto takebackthetickets
which they disposedof underthe authority of the said act, and
to refund to purchasersthe moneyreceivedfor the same;and
thesaid commissionersareherebyexoneratedfrom all theduties
requiredby thesaidact,andfrom all claimswhich maybe made
on themby virtue thereof. Providedalways,Thatin caseof re-
fusalof thecommissionersto refundthepriceof theticketsafore-
said, it shall and may be lawful for theplaintiff to suefor the
amountof saidticketsbeforeany justice of thepeace,to be re-
coveredin thesamemannerthat debtsunderfive poundsarere-
coverable,andthe said tickets shallbe givell iii evidencein the
suitsaforesaid.

[SectionII.] (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That so much, and no more, of the
aforesaidact,as authorizescertain commissionerstherein mnen~
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tioned to raisea sumof moneyby lottery, for erectingpiers,and
for securingthebanksof theAlleghenyandMonongahelarivers
at Pittsburg,be, andthe sameis hereby,repealed.

CHAPTERMMCLXXIII.

AN ACT TO ERECT PART OF THE COUNTY OF ALLEGHENY INTO A
SEPARATE ELECTION DISTR1$iT.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That, from andafter the passingof
this act, that part of Alleghenycounty containedin the follow-
ing bounds,viz.: Beginning on theOhio river at Beavercounty
line; thenceby thesameto Washingtoncountyline; thenceby
the sameto Noblesburgdistrict line; thenceby the sameto the
headsof Moon rim; thencedown the sameto the Ohio river;
thenceacrossthesameto the mouthof Lawry’s run; thenceup
the sameto the headthereof; thencea north-westcourse to
Beavercounty line; thenceby thesameto theplaceof beginning
th said county, areherebyerectedinto a separateelectiondis-
triet, to be called the seventhdistrict; andthe electorsthereof
shall hold their annualelectionsat the housenow occupiedby
Adam Patterson,in Middletown,anything in anyformer law to
thecontrarynotwithstanding.
