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as areprovidedby the act,entitled, “An act to provide for the
settlementof public accounts,and for other purposestherein
mentioned,”passedthe fourth day of April, Anno Domini one
thousandsevenhundredandninety-two.1

[SectionV.] (SectionV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the comptrollergeneral and
registergeneralshall causethis act to be publishedweekly in
six newspapersof this state,andto be continuedonemonth.

[SectionVI.] (SectionVI, P.L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the comptroller general or
registergeneralfor servicesunderthis act, shallbe allowedrea-
sonableexpensesonly, to be settledasotheraccounts.

[SectionVII.] (Section VII, P. L.) And be it further
enactedby theauthority aforesaid,Thatthesum of five hundred
dollarsbe appropriatedout of theaggregatefundsto carry this
act into effect.

CHAPTER MMCLXXV.

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE ANTHONY ALTMAN AND MICHAEL RUGH,
TRUSTEES OF THE LUTHERAN CONGREGATION IN HBIMPFIELD
TOWNSHIP,WESTMORELAND COUNTY, TO COMPLETE A TITLE FOR
LAND.

WhereasMichael Rugh and Anthony Altman, trusteesof the
Lutherancongregationor church in the townshipof Hempfield,
andcounty of Westmoreland,did, on the twenty-secondday of
August, one thousandseven hundredand eighty-five, procure
a warrantfor a tractor parcelof land, for theuseof saidcongre-
gationorchurch,andon the twenty-thirddayof May, one thous-
and seven hundredand eighty-nine,obtaineda patent for the
samefrom the commonwealth. And whereasthe said trustees,
by and with theadvice and consentof the membersof the said
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churchor congregation,andfor the benefitof thesame,did sell
andconveyunto theReverendAnthonoyTJlrich Lutge,andto his
heirs and assigns,one hundredand six acres,being part of the
saidtractof land,but afterthesaidsalehadbeenmadeandfull
satisfactionreceived,it was discoveredthat the aforesaidtrus-
teeswerenot vestedwith sufficient authority to transfer,in due
form, thepropertyof thesaidlandin feesimple;in order to ob-
tain relief in the premises,the aforesaidtrustees,in behalf of
thesaidchurchorcongregation,andalsotherespectivemembers
of thesaidcongregationfor themselves,havingprayedthelegis-
lature, by their petitions,to authorizethe presenttrustees,or
theirsuccessorsin thesaidtrust, to conveyin feesimple to the
heirs or assignsof the ReverendAnthony tflrich Lutge, lately
deceased,the tract or parcel of land beforementioned. there-
fore:

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby theSenate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssembly met, andit is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That the said Anthony Altn~ianand
Michael Rugh, or their successors,trusteesfor the Lutheran
church or congregationin Hempfield township, in Westmore-
land county, areherebyauthorizedto conveyin fee simple, by
deed,recitingthis act,to theheirs orassignsof thesaidAnthony
tJlrich Lutge,one hundredand six acresof land, by the meets
and boundsdescribedin thesurveyfor thatpurposemadeunder
the direction of the trustees,agreeablyto the salemadeto the
late AnthonyUlrich Lutge in his lifetime, beingpartof a tract
of land obtainedin trust for the useof theLutheranchurchin
Hempfield township,Westmorelandcounty.
