[Section I.] (Section I, P. I.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That all that part of Franklin town-
ship, in the county of Westmoreland, that lies south of the new
Frankstown read be, and it is hereby, re-annexed to the- fifth
election district in said county; and the electors thereof shall
hold their elections at the courthouse in the borough of Greens-
burg, anything in any former law or laws to the contrary not-
withstanding. '

CHAPTER MMCLXXXVIIIL,

AN ACT TO ERECT THE COUNTY OF WARREN, AND PARTS OF CRAW-

FORD AND VENANGO COUNTIES, INTO SEPARATE ELECTION DIS-
TRICTS.

[Bection I.] (Section I, P. I.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
gylvania, in General Asgsembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That, from and after the passing of
this act, the county of Warren shall be, and the same is hereby,
erected into a separate election district; and the electors thereof
ghall hold their general elections at the house now occupied by
Robert Andrews, in said county, and to be called the firat district,
any law to the contrary hereof notwithstanding.
