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the accommodation of the inhabitants, and generally, shall have
and exercise, within the said borough as extended by this act,
all the powers vested in them by the original act of incorporation.

CHAPTER MMCXCIIL

AN ACT AUTHORIZING THE GOVERNOR TO APPOINT COMMISSIONERS,
TO ASCERTAIN THE BOUNDRY LINES BETWEEN THE COUNTIES OF
NORTHUMBERLAND, LYCOMING AND LUZERNE.

[Section L] (Section I, P. 1.) DBe it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
gylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That the governor be, and he is hereby,
authorized to appoint three commissioners, for the purpose of
running, ascertaining and marking the lines of Lycoming county,
go far as the same is bounded by the counties of Northumberland
and Luzerne, agreeably to the act, entitled, “An act for erecting
part of the county of Northumberland and Luzerne into a separ-
ate county,” passed the thirteenth day of April, one thousand
geven hundred and ninety-five.r

[Section IL.] (Section II, P. I.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That it shall be the duty of said com-
missioners to make out duplicate plots of the said division lines,
80 as aforesaid by them run and marked, which shall be certified
by them, or any two of them, and shall deposit one of each with
the recorder of deeds of each county so bounded by the lines
aforesaid, in order that the same may become of record.

[Section ITL.] (Section III, P. I.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That the expenses attending the exe-
cution of this act shall be paid by the respective county treas-
urers, in proportion as the lines so run shall bound either of
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them, for which purpose the county commissioners are hereby
authorized to draw warrants on their respective treasurers, in
favor of the said commissioners appointed as aforesaid.

CHAPTER MMOCXCIV.

A FURTHER SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT, ENTITLED, “AN ACT FOR
DIRECTING THE MODE OF DISTRIBUTING THE DONATION LANDS
PROMISED TO THE TROOPS OF THIS COMMONWEALTH.”

[Section 1] (SBection I, P. I.) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by
the authority of the same, That the comptroller general shall
furnish to the secretary of the land office, a list of the names of
those persons whose lots in running the boundary line of this
state fell into the state of New York, who have received no equiva-
lent, and algo a list of the number of lots reserved in lieu there-
of, agreeably to an act passed the thirtieth day of September,
one thousand seven hundred and ninety-one, to which shall be
added eight lots, to be taken from the undrawn lots in any dis-
trict such applicant shall choose, not already appropriated, from
which lots the said persons shall choose other lots, instead of
those they have lost, and shall have priority in the order in
which they apply. Provided such application is made within
three years from the passing of this act, personally by the appli-
cant himself, or his widow or children, or by his, her or their
attorney; and if any fraud should be suspected by the secretary
of the land office, or if any difference should arise between appli-
cants, the hoard of property shall investigate and decide as in
other cases; and it shall be the duty of the secretary of the land
office to call on the attorney so applying, to declare, on oath or
affirmation, that he hath no interest in the claim, otherwise than
to serve the applicant.
