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CHAPTER MMCCXI.

AN ACT DECLARING THE RIVERS CODORUS AND CONEWAGO, IN THE
COUNTY OF YORK, PUBLIC HIGHWAYS, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES
THEREIN MENTIONED.

Whereasit hasbeenrepresentedto the legislatureof this com-
monwealth,by anumberof theinhabitantsof York countyliving
on andnearthe rivers CodorusandConewago,that it would be
of public utility to havethesaidrivers declaredpublic highways.
Therefore:

[SectionI.] (Section I, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and House of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That, from and after the passingof
this act,the river Codorus,in thecountyof York, from the forks
thereofto the river Susquelianna,andthe river Conewago,iii the
samecounty,from the mouthof theBermudiancreekto the same
river Susquehanna,shallbe, andarehereby,declaredpublic high-
ways.

[SectionII.] (Section II, P. 14.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That it shall and maybe lawful for
the inhabitantsdesirousof using the navigationand improving
the fisheriesin the saidrivers, to remove,under the ordersand
4ireetionof the supervisorshereinafternamedandappointed,or
their successorsin office, all natural andartificial obstructions
out of the river Codorus,belowthe forks thereof,andout of the
Conewago,below the mouth of Bermudian creek, exceptdams
for mills, or otherwaterworks,at which it shall andmaybe law-
ful to erectsuchslopesand locks, as may be necessaryfor the
passingof boatsandfish throughthe same. Providedsuchslopes
andlocks be soconstructedas not to impair or injure theworks
of saiddams.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIII, P. L.) And beit furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That nothing containedin this act
~ha1lbe deemed,taken or understoodto preventany personor
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personspossessinglandson eithersideof saidrivers,who, before
the passingof this act, had authority to erecta damor dams,
underthe laws of this commonwealth,from erectingsuchdamor
dams. Providedthe sameare madetumbling dams,or at least
the spaceof forty feetthereofwith a slopeof ten feetdown the
streamof saidriver, for everyfoot the saiddamor damsmaybe
in heighth from low watermark, for the watersgradualdescent,
which slopeor platform shallbe made tight, and pavedon the
surfacewith stone, so as to prevent the water from sinking
throughthe same,andin everysuchtumbling dam,or whereonly
forty feet thereof is made into a slope, fifteen feet part thereof
shall be at least fifteen incheslower thananyotherpart of said
dam,or so low that theremay beat leasttwelve inchesdepthof
waterconstantlyrunningthroughandover the sameduring the
monthsof February,March, April, May andJune,in everyyear,
for themoreeasypassingandrepassingof boatsandfish through
the same;andif saiddamsbe not madetumbling damsthewhole
way acrossthesaidrivers,hut only for the spaceof forty feet as
aforesaid, the supervisorsof the respectiverivers hereinafter
namedandappointed,or aiiy oneof them,shall direct on which
side of the rivers the slope shall he made,as alsoat what part
the surfaceof the damsshallhe madelower asaforesaid,in order
that the endsherebyintendedmay he morefully answered.

[SectionIV.] (SectionIV, P.L.) And be it furtherenacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,ThatGeorgeHay, Martin Wiser, and
Baltzer Kunkle, be, andthey are hereby, nominated and ap-
pointedsupervisorsfor the river Codorus,andJohnSharp,Wil-
liam Ross,and JamesM’Millen, be, andthey are hereby,nomi-
natedandappointedsupervisorsof the river Conewago;and if
anyof saidsupervisorsshould remove,refuseto act,or shalldie,
then the judgesof the court of generalquartersessionsof the
peacefor saidcountsof York, are hereby empoweredand re-
quired, on applicationto them made,to nominateandappoint
such other supervisoror supervisorsto supply such vacancy or
vacancies,from time to time, asoccasionmayrequire.

[SectionV.] (SectionV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That on complaint of anypersonor
personsto the judgesof the court of quarter sessionsof said
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county, that any damn or damshereafterto be erected,is or are
notconstructedagreeablyto thedirectionsandprovisionsof this
act,it shallandmaybelawful for thesaidjudgesto appointthree
commissionersto view everysuchdam or dams, from time to
time, and to comparethemto eitherof themwith thelimitations
andprovisionsof this act,andreport to thesaidjudgesat their
nextsessionsthe statethereof,which report,on oathor affirma-
tion of suchcommissioners,if it containa statemei~tof factscon-
stituting an offence againstthis act, shall be sufficient ground
for thecourtto directan indictmentto thegrandjury, andupon
prosecutionto convictionof anoffenceagainstthis act,theparty
or partiesconvictedshall be liable to pay a fine not exceeding
onehundredandftfty dollars,at thediscretionof thecourt, and
thesaid court shalladjudgeso muchof saiddamor damsto be
abatedand altered,at the expenseandchargesof the owneror
ownersthereof,asshallbringthesamewithin thelimitationsand
provisionsof this act,which fines shallbepaidto thesupervisors,
for thetime being,of the saidriver whereintime offenceshall be
committed,who areherebyempoweredto apply the same for
clearingandimproving saidriver.

[SectionVI.] (SectionVI, P.L.) And be it furtherenacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatif any personor personswhom-
soever,from and afterthepassingof this act, shall erect,build,
setup, repairor maintain,or shallbe aiding,assisting,or abett-
ing in erecting,building, settingup, repairing or maintaining,
within thepartsof said rivers herebydeclaredpublic highways,
any wear, rack, basket,fishing darn, pound, or fix or fastenany
netor nets,or brushacrossthe saidriveror rivers,or acrossany
slopeson damstherebyobstructingthe navigation,or preventing
the fish from going up, every suchperson, so offending, being
legally convictedthereofbeforeany justice of the peaceof said
county (who is herebyauthorized to hear and determine the
same)shall forfeit and payany sv.m not lessthanfour normore
thantwenty dollars,for every such offence, one moiety thereof
to theinformer, andthe other moiety thereofto be paid to the
supervisorsof theriver in whichtheoffenceshallhavebeencorn-
mitted, to be appliedasaforesaid.
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[Section VII.] (Section VII, P. L.) And be it further
enactedby the authority aforesaid,Thatat any time afterthe
saiddamsshallbe alteredasaforesaid,andmadeagreeblyto the
trueintentand meaningof this act, it shall andmay be lawful
for everysuchownerof a dam,if he or they find it necessary,to
makea sluicein theslopeor openingof hisdam. Provided,That
no owneror occupierof suchdamor damsshall keepthe sluice
shutduring themonthsof February,March, April andMay, in
anyyear,underthepenaltyof two dollarsfor everydayor night
the sluiceshall remainshut in themonthsaforesaid,which said
fine shallbe recoveredb~foreanyjusticeof thepeacewithin said
county, one moiety thereofto be paid to the informer, and the
othermoiety to the supervisorsasaforesaid,to be applied as
aforesaid.

[SectionVIII.] (SectionVIII, P. L.) And be it further
enactedby theauthorityaforesaid,Thatif anypersonorpersons
shall drawor castany seineor net,or brushnet, or shallbe aid-
ing and assistingtherein, within the describedpartsof said
rivers, from and afterthe first day of June,to the first day of
February,in every year, every suchperson,so offending, being
legally convictedthereofbeforeany justiceof time peace,in man-
neraforesaid,shall forfeit andpay a fine of six dollarsfor every
such offence, one moiety thereofto the informer, and time other
moiety to thesupervisorsasaforesaid,to be appliedasaforesaid.

CHAPTERMMCCXII.

AN ACT TO FIX THE NUMBER OF SENATORS,FORM THE STATE INTO
DISTRICTS, AND DETERMINE THE PORTION TO BE ALLOWED TO
EACH, AS WELL AS TO FIX THE NUMBER OF REPRESENTATIVES
FOR THE CITY OF PHILADELPHIA, AND THE SEVERAL COUNTIES
OF THE COMMONWEALTH, IN PURSUANCE OF THE PROVISIONS OF
THE CONSTITUTION.

[SectionI.] (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenactedby
