ACTS OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF PENNSYL-
VANIA.

Passedat aSessionwhich wasbegunandheld at Lancaster
on Tuesday,December3rd, 1805, andcontinueduntil March
31st, 1806,(inclusive).

CHAPTER MMDCXXV.

AN ACT TO RAISE BY WAY OF LOTTERY, A SUM OF MONEY TO EX.
TINGUISH THE DEBTS DUE ON THE ERECTING A HOUSEOF PUBLIC
WORSHIP, FOR THE USE OF THE SECOND BAPTIST CHURCH, OF
PHILADELPHIA, ESTABLISHED IN THE NORTHERNLIBERTIES, IN
THE COUNTY OF PHILADELPHIA.

Section I. (Section I, P. L.) Be it enacted by the Senate

and Houseof ilepresentativeso the Comuionwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by theauthorityof thesame,That SamuelBower, IsaacWhite,
JacobKeen,IsaacJohnson,ThomasTimings, CorneliusTrim-
nul, and John Collard) he andthey are herebyappointedcorn-
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missioners,to raiseby way of lottery a sum of moneynot ex-
ceedingseventhousanddollars,to be by themappropriatedto
thepaymentof the debtsaccruingfrom the erectionof ahouse
of public worship, for the useof the secondBaptist churchof
Philadelphia, establishedin the Northern Liberties, in the
countyof Philadelphia.

SectionII. (Section11, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the commissionersor a ma-
jority of them, before they proceedto sell any tickets in the
said lottery, shall lay such schemethereof before the gover-
nor, as shallmeethis approbation,andenterinto bond to him
for the dueperformanceof their duty, in selling the tickets,
drawing the lottery, paying the prizes, andappropriatingthe
proceeds;and eachof them before enteringon the duties of
his appointment,shall take andsubscribean oathor affirma-
tion, diligently and faithfully to perform the duties hereby
entrustedto him; and threeor more of the said commission-
ers, shall attendat the drawing of each day and when the
drawing shall becompleted,theyshall causean accuratelist
of the fortunatenumbersto bepublishedat leastthree times
in one or more newspapersprinted in the city of Philadel..
phia; and shall pay and dischargeall the prizes that shall
be demandedby personslegally entitled thereto,within three
monthsafter the drawing shallbe completed.

SectionIII. (SectionIII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That the said commissionersbe,
andthey are herebyauthorizedto settle and adjust all ac-
countswhich may be exhibitedby anypersonor personsleg-
ally employedin carrying this act into effect; and that all
expensesnecessarilyattendingthe sameshall be paid by the
aforesaidcommissionersout of the proceedsof said lottery.

Section lIT. (SectionIV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That all prizes not demanded
within twelve monthsafter thepublication as aforesaid,shall
be consideredand deemedas relinquishedfor the benefit of
thesaid church.
