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CHAPTER MMDCXXVI.

AN ACT TO RAISE BY WAY OF LOTTERY A SUM NOT EXCEEDING SIX
THOUSAND DOLLARS, TO DEFRAY THE EXPENSESOF ERECTING A
SUITABLE BUILDING FORENGLISH WORSHIPAND FORAN ENGLISH
SCHOOL-HOUSE, IN THE BOROUGH OF READING, IN THE COUNTY
OF BERKS.

SectionI. (Section I, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by theauthorityof the same,ThatFrederickSniith, Matthias
Richards,Nicholas Dick, George D. B. Keim, William Wit-
man,junior, andJohnB. Messersmith,beandtheyarehereby
appointedcommissionersto raiseby way of lottery, a sumof
moneynot exceedingsix thousanddollars,to be by them ap-
plied in defraying the expensesof erectinga suitablebuild-
ing for English worship; andfor an English schoolhouse,in
the boroughof Reading,in the countyof Berks,andof enab-
ling them to completethe building aforesaid.

SectionII. (Section II, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the said commissioners,be-
fore theyproceedto sell anytickets in the saidlottery, shall.
lay suchschemethereof before the governor,as shall meet
his approbation,and enterinto bondsto him for the dueper-
formance of their duty, in selling the tickets, drawing the
lottery, and paying the prizes; andeach of them before en-
tering on the duties of his appointment,shall take andsub-
scribean oathor affirmation, diligently andfaithfully to per-
form the duties herebyentrustedto him, andtwo or moreof
the said commissionersshall attendat the drawing of each
day,andwhenthe whole is completed,shall causeanaccurate
list of the fortunatenumbersto bepublishedin the Reading
Eagle.

SectionIII. (SectionIII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That the said commissionersbe
and they are herebyauthorizedto settle and adjust all ac-
counts,which may be exhibitedby any personor personsleg-
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ally employedin carryingthis actinto effect;and that all ex-
pensesnecessarilyattendingthe sameshall be paid by the
said commissioners,out of the net proceedsof the said lot-
tery.

SectionIV. (SectionIV, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That all prizes not demanded
within twelvemonthsnextafterpublicationasaforesaidshall
be consideredas relinquishedfor the useand benefit of the
building aforesaid.

CHAPTER MMDCXXVII.

AN ACT TO RAISE BY WAY OF LOTTERY, A SUM OF MONEY TO DE-
FRAY THE EXPENSE OF FINISHING A CHURCH IN THE TOWN OF
ANNVILLE, IN THE COUNTY OF DAUPHIN.

Section I. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof theCommonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by theauthority of thesame,That,Anthony Carmony,Henry
Berry, David Marshall, Daniel Henning, Abraham Raiguel,
andJohnShertzer,be and they areherebyappointedcommis-
sioners,to raiseby wayof lottery a sumof moneynot exceed-
ing sixteenhundreddollars,to beby them appliedfor defray-
ing the expenseof finishing and completinga houseof wor-
ship, alreadyraisedfor the useof the LutheranandPresby-
terian congregationin the town of Annville, in the countyof
Dauphin.

SectionII. (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the commissioners,before
theyproceedto sell any tickets in thelottery aforesaid,shall
lay suchschemethereofbefore the governor, as shall meet
his approbation;andenterinto bondsto him for the dueper-
formanceof their duty, in~drawing the same;and eachof
them beforeenteringon the duties of his appointment,shall
takeandsubscribeanoathor affirmation,diligently andfaith-
