A SUPPLEMENTTO THE SEVERAL ACTS OF ASSEMBLY OF THIS COM-

Section I. (Section I, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,That each of the aldermenof
the city of Philadelphia,shallhave full powerto takeandre-
ceivethe acknowledgmentor proof of all deeds,conveyances,
mortgagesandother instrumentsof writing, touchingor con-
cerning any lands, tenements,or hereditaments,situate, ly-
ing, and being within the city and county of Philadelphia;
andalsopower to take andreceivethe separateexamination
of anyfemecovert,touchingor concerningher right of dower,
or the conveyanceof her estate,or right in or to any such
lands,tenements,or hereditaments,agreeablyto the act of as-
sembly, entitled “An act for the better confirmation of the
estatesof personsholding or claiming under ferne coverts;
and for establishing a mode by which husband and wife
may hereafter conveytheir estates,”passedon the twenty-
fourth day of February, Anno Domini, one thousandseven
